The earliest English texts date back to around 700 - and their language is extremely different from the English 
language as we know it. And even if we consider a text from the end of the 14th century, we will find it more 
recognizable, but still far from easily readable. Shakespeare's works seem to offer a safe footing - but why 
are the sisters in Macbeth weird, and why couldn't Shakespeare find correct rhymes, at least some of the 
time? Then again, Shakespeare's language is markedly different from 14th century English, and even more 
so from the earliest texts. The explanation to all this lies in the fact that English is a language, and languages 
are forever subject to change, be it in pronunciation, vocabulary, or syntax. We will outline some of the major 
changes which have affected the English language over its long history, and which have contributed to its 
present shape. In the process, we will consider some basics about historical linguistics, i.e. the description 
and explanation of language change. This will involve the search for causes of linguistic change, which may 
be found inside language itself, but also in the cultural circumstances in which languages are embedded. 
Credits will be given for regular attendance, active participation, and passing two class tests.

We will inquire into aspects of 
the relationship between language, variation, and style, and will discuss the classical social dialect 
studies/surveys. We will consider important sociolinguistic variables (esp. social class, gender, and age) and 
their impact on human linguistic behavior as well as fundamental topics such as “language attitudes”,

In this course we will engage with the Old English epic Beowulf. Classes on Beowulf tend to either focus on 
literary/cultural issues and largely ignore its actual language by chiefly relying on translations, or adopt a 
linguistic/philological approach, centring on analysing and translating the Old English text, in turn leaving 
literary/cultural issues largely aside.  

This course is different in several respects: First and most importantly, its foremost purpose is to transform 
the mediaeval poem into a script for a play, to be performed in Old English. Thus the present class allows 
participants to acquire active proficiency in Old English in addition to profound insight into its historical, 
cultural and literary significance by rewriting the poem into dialogues and monologues fit for theatre 
performance.  

Secondly, this course takes an interdisciplinary approach, in equal measure engaging with the language of 
the narrative as well as its literary/cultural significance. To this end, this class is team-taught by a literary 
scholar and a linguist.   

Thirdly, this class is integral part of the project “Old Images, Modern Stages” (cf. 
https://oldimagesmodernstages.wordpress.com, old-images-modern-stages@rub.de), which will put on 
stage three iconic European epics, each in its original language. In parallel to the Old English Beowulf dealt 
with in this class, two other courses will do the same with the Middle High German Nibelungenlied and the 
Old Spanish El Cantar de Mio Cid, offered by RUB’s German and Romance departments respectively. The 
project aims to achieve a better understanding of the languages represented by the three epics and their 
historical and cultural significance in a modern Europe. Therefore, another major aspect of the project and 
hence this class is the interdisciplinary exchange with the two other disciplines: participants are enabled to 
compare the similarities and differences of the epics based on their plots, themes, topics, forms, etc., and to 
reflect on the literary genre ‘epic’ in light of modern stage performances, culminating in producing such a 
performance. To this end, experts from RUB’s department for theatre studies will assist participants with the 
practical and theoretical aspects of the performance. This interdisciplinary exchange will take place in one 
or two joint sessions with the other disciplines.  

In attending this class, participants have the opportunity to achieve the following: 

• Proficiency in reading, pronouncing, understanding, and writing Old English; 

• thereby developing a deep(er) understanding of the relationship between Old English, 
Modern English and modern German; 

• Knowledge about mediaeval Germanic society (e.g. kings, warriors, kinship, allegiance, 
boasts and oaths, feuds, gifts, etc.); 

• Knowledge about mediaeval Germanic culture (e.g. heroism, orality, skalds/scops/bards 
and their storytelling/performativity, paganism, christianisation, etc.);

Traditional translation theories were largely literature-oriented, and it was only in the 20th 
century that the linguistic features of translation began to be examined. We will briefly look at traditional 
translation theories before delving into modern approaches. Needless to say, the spin-off for various 
linguistic disciplines and also – dare it be said – for language teaching will likewise be addressed. 
Participants will be given background material to study and practical assignments to analyse not only source 
language texts with regard to translation problems, but also various completed and published target 
language translations.

Pragmatics is commonly known as the linguistic study of language use in context. Historical Pragmatics, 
accordingly, is the linguistic study of the language use of earlier periods in its historical context, of its 
diachronic development as well as of the communicative causes of language change. This course will give 
an overview of the most important fields, methods, and mechanisms in historical pragmatics, such as the 
historical study of discourse markers and interjections, address terms, politeness, and speech acts; form-to-
function and function-to-form mapping; pragmaticalisation, subjectification, and metonymisation. We will look 
at language data from all historical periods of the English language and at the textual representation of 
various discourse domains in diachronic perspective and discuss the value of historical language corpora 
for pragmatic analyses. 
For a full course certificate (5 CPs), students are required to take part actively in group work and in a group 
presentation, and to hand in an academic term paper (5,000 words) at the end of term.

In this class we will deal with theories of L2 acquisition, FL learning and teaching with a focus on 
methodology in different contexts, and we will address the issue of bilingual learning and teaching: 

• theories of second language acquisition (e.g. input, output) and their relevance to EFL learning and 

teaching in regular and bilingual classes, 

• methodological concepts such as TBLT, and we will also take strategic competences (e.g. How to 

learn effectively) into account.  

• bilingualer Sachfachunterricht/CLIL, bilingual modules will also be a major focus, including 

questions of communication and linguistic subskills/subcompetences. 
Empirical research on the success of bilingual programs in our schools will be an issue, also the special 

didactic and methodological questions that have to be considered when teaching a subject such as music 

or physics or history in English. Concepts of FL methodology will be connected with language competences 

as described in Bildungsstandards and the Common European Framework. We will use both methodological 

concepts and our knowledge of competences for lesson planning. The role of language form has to be 

considered, too. The emphasis on methodological issues is essential as soon as we try to develop 

communicative competences in the EFL classroom and in bilingual programmes at different stages of the 

learners’ development.  
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There will be class tasks, both in group and/or partner work, and we will develop prototypical units for 
teaching at different levels, also depending on the participants´ special interests. 
Every participant should become familiar with the Common European Framework of Reference for 
Languages (www.councilofEurope.com – text can be loaded down), and Bildungsstandards (texts on www 
for loading down). Relevant results of the DESI study (an electronic text will be provided) will also be studied.

Many recent theoretical approaches to EFL learning and best-practice recommendations for EFL teaching 
highlight the importance of activating the learner. EFL learners, so it is suggested, will benefit from taking 
control of their own learning, from implementing their own strategies, and from being able to set their own 
goals. A further strand in this argument highlights the social function of language and promotes the 
importance of activating learning within a meaningful social context. This seminar will examine these ideas 
and their background and give students the opportunity to try out some of the methods favoured by the 
proponents of these procedures. We will be looking at the Vygotskian idea of scaffolding and its 
implementation in task-based learning and also be discussing the advantages and disavantages of group, 
peer and partner learning, the use of project work, and the role that the internet might play in these 
approaches.  The contribution of the teacher to a student-centred classroom will be of particular interest. In 
keeping with the topic of the seminar, students are encouraged to take on an active role themselves by 
designing units and organising activities.

Departing from your own experiences as ELF users and based on an 
overview of the field, we will examine the use of ELF in various domains (e.g. international business, Higher 
Education, the private sphere) and explore the linguistic and communicative features that have been found 
to govern ELF communication. We will then consider what the implications of such insights are - or should 
be - for the pedagogical domain including teacher education, language teaching, and assessment.

Marking written tests is a complex process and often poses a problem for young teachers. It touches 
questions of grammar, vocabulary and style. Linguistic knowledge acquired at university is put to the test 
when it comes to explaining to a pupil why he/she has made a mistake and what he/she can do avoid it in 
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the future. Based on authentic material, we will approach one of the key competences a teacher has to have

Because of various phenomena such as the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with 
Disabilities or increasing migration, heterogeneity is a common phenomenon at all levels of society and 
inclusion is a vital educational concern. This is also true for the EFL classroom where teachers need to be 
equipped for educating pupils with heterogeneous characteristics, predispositions and goals. EFL teachers’ 
responsibility for meeting learners’ individual needs is not a new idea. It has always been assumed that 
heterogeneous learning environments prove to be conducive to children’s success in learning a foreign 
language. However, inclusive EFL education in Germany still is an innovative concept due to several factors, 
like EFL teachers not feeling well enough prepared and a lack of empirically proven quality criteria for good 
inclusive EFL teaching. There might be concepts for good EFL teaching, but it is still unclear which 
approaches really work for children with very different needs in inclusive EFL settings. This course has a 
closer look at the opportunities and challenges of EFL teaching in the heterogeneous classroom. Therefore 
we will deal with the terms ‘Heterogeneity’ and ‘Inclusion’ first. A special focus will then be on inclusive EFL 
education in the broadest sense by discussing different forms of heterogeneity an EFL teacher will come 
across.

In this class we will deal with theories of L2 acquisition, FL learning and teaching with a focus on 
methodology in different contexts, and we will address the issue of bilingual learning and teaching: 

• theories of second language acquisition (e.g. input, output) and their relevance to EFL learning and 
teaching in regular and bilingual classes, 

• methodological concepts such as TBLT, and we will also take strategic competences (e.g. How to learn 
effectively) into account.

In a now classical essay from 1989, "New Ethnicities", Stuart Hall proposed that "[t]he term ethnicity 
acknowledges the place of history, language and culture in the construction of subjectivity and identity". The 
concept of ethnicity, understood in this way, offered an alternative to constricting and essentialising notions 
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of identity and hence promised to open up "a new cultural politics which engages rather than suppresses 
difference and which depends, in part, on the cultural construction of new ethnic identities". Today, nearly 
thirty years later, Hall's hopes appear to have reached an impasse: the fact that racially and religiously 
motivated attacks in the UK have risen dramatically after the Brexit referendum illustrates that 
'multiculturalism' is increasingly considered to be a 'problem'. While those in the liberal camp seem to 
dwindle, the revival of ideas of ethnic and national purity indicates a 'white backlash' (rise of the 'New Right').  
Since this seminar is a Kulturdidaktik-Seminar, we will first talk about the role that discussions of ethnicity 
can play in the EFL classroom (intercultural communicative competence, teaching literature etc.). 
Subsequently, we will consider how ethnic communities in the UK represent themselves culturally today.

The profits gained through slavery and the Transatlantic slave trade are not only part of Britain’s wealth – 
past and present –, but continue to shape the nation’s collective memory, as well as discourses and concepts 
of ‘race’ and the ‘Black Body’.  As soon as the trade was abolished in 1807 – and emancipation finally 
achieved in 1833 – Abolition was seen as a demonstration of the nation’s commitment to liberty and proof 
of Britain being the most progressive and civilised culture in the world. But how could the system of slavery 
be upheld for so long, when it fundamentally contradicted ideas that already had been there since the 
Enlightenment, concerning individual liberty, equality and human rights? 
  
In this seminar, we will study a wide range of texts that represent and fictionalise ‘Blackness’, slavery, 
colonialism and the Transatlantic slave trade – from Barry Unsworth’s Booker-prize winning novel (Sacred 
Hunger, 1992), via James Robertson’s Joseph Knight (2003), to the genre of the slave narrative (excerpts 
by several authors) and abolitionist literature, the visual arts, food culture, famous court cases and legal 
debates, to the feature film Twelve Years a Slave (Steve McQueen, 2013). In addition, we will explore a 
number of theoretical approaches to the topic of imperialism, postcolonial studies, abolitionism, the relation 
of capitalism, slavery and ‘race’, as well as questions of power, domination and the racialized body in Cultural 
Studies.  
 
Course requirements will be discussed in the first session. You should purchase and (begin to) read the 
two novels (Joseph Knight, Sacred Hunger – any edition is fine) prior to the semester start. All other texts 
will be made available on Moodle.

Although Anthony Cartwright is frequently hailed as "one of the best young writers in Britain today" (British 
Council), and his five novels have received much acclaim, his work has not yet been widely discussed in 
academia. This seminar is about to change that.  
Cartwright's novels are all set in the West Midlands, more precisely the area known as the Black Country. 
This is a region which has suffered severely from the decline of traditional industries, and Cartwright's 
working-class characters are thus faced with the task of constantly renegotiating their region's post-industrial 
identity. Whether they focus on football, xenophobia, Brexit, or/and unemployment, his texts engage with 
crises of masculinity, nationality, ethnicity, generation etc. In this seminar, we will have a close look at 
Cartwright's Heartland (2009), How I Killed Margaret Thatcher (2012), Iron Towns (2016), The Cut (2017), 
and discuss how they help us shape our understanding of contemporary Britain.  
Anthony Cartwright will visit our university in June/July, and participants will have the opportunity to discuss 
his work with the writer himself.

In a now classical essay from 1989, "New Ethnicities", Stuart Hall proposed that "[t]he term ethnicity 
acknowledges the place of history, language and culture in the construction of subjectivity and identity". The 
concept of ethnicity, understood in this way, offered an alternative to constricting and essentialising notions 
of identity and hence promised to open up "a new cultural politics which engages rather than suppresses 
difference and which depends, in part, on the cultural construction of new ethnic identities". Today, nearly 
thirty years later, Hall's hopes appear to have reached an impasse: the fact that racially and religiously 
motivated attacks in the UK have risen dramatically after the Brexit referendum illustrates that 
'multiculturalism' is increasingly considered to be a 'problem'. While those in the liberal camp seem to 
dwindle, the revival of ideas of ethnic and national purity indicates a 'white backlash' (rise of the 'New Right').  
Since this seminar is a Kulturdidaktik-Seminar, we will first talk about the role that discussions of ethnicity 
can play in the EFL classroom (intercultural communicative competence, teaching literature etc.). 
Subsequently, we will consider how ethnic communities in the UK represent themselves culturally today.

When, on 23 June 2016, with a voter turnout of 72.2%, a slight majority of Britons (51.9%) decided to leave 
the EU, the medium- and long-term consequences were (and still are) hardly foreseeable. Whatever its 
eventual outcome will be, though, it cannot be doubted that ‘Brexit’ marks the most incisive event in 21st-
century Britain to date.  
In this seminar (which will take place after the country’s projected exit on 29 March 2019), we will try to 
understand the Brexit phenomenon by putting it into context. This involves taking a historical perspective 
and getting a grip on the UK’s longstanding Euroscepticism, particularly after its joining the EU in 1973. It 
also involves looking at specific domestic conflicts, for which, it might be argued, the ‘European issue’ merely 
served as a projection space: the growing gap between the affluent and those ‘left behind’ (keyword ‘austerity 
policies’), the legacy of the Empire, immigration, regional imbalances, devolution etc. This in turn requires 
some understanding of the British political landscape, of particular macroeconomic processes (e.g. as a 
consequence of the global financial crisis 2007/8), as well as of pertinent social developments. It goes 
without saying that we will consider these processes primarily from a cultural and literary perspective: novels 
(‘Brexlit’), music, artworks etc. will serve as lenses through which some of the most pertinent aspects of this 
‘event’ are brought into view and hence made comprehensible in their complexity. 
Depending on which credits you need to obtain, you will be given different assignments (writing minutes, 
Klausur, term paper, project work).

(Tagline to Robbery, 1967) 
 
When it comes to the box office, crime does pay indeed. Films featuring gangster bosses, detectives, drug 
dealers, robbers, rapists, blackmailers, serial killers, kidnappers, pimps, prostitutes and corrupt police 
officers have always been popular with British and international audiences. Crime in all its shapes has 
featured prominently in British film history ever since the first narrative films and the first British sound film, 
Alfred Hitchcock’s Blackmail (1930). Every decade, it seems, has produced its own distinct crime films, and 
many of them continue to pop up in lists of the best British films of all time, from Brighton Rock (1947) to Get 
Carter (1971) and Lock, Stock and Two Smoking Barrels (1998).  
In this seminar, we will analyse and interpret exemplary films within their socio-cultural contexts to find out 
what crime cinema can tell us about the (changing) social norms of a culture. We will look at the aesthetics 
and the structure of feeling of crime cinema and will try to find out what might be so appealing about watching 
representations of moral transgression.  
  
Requirements: regular attendance and active participation plus writing assignment or seminar presentation 
depending on your course of studies. 
 
Please note that some of the films discussed in this seminar might be emotionally distressing for some 
viewers. Individual “content warnings” will not be issued. It is the participants’ responsibility to inform 
themselves about the films prior to the respective sessions (the list of films will be handed out in the first 
session) and to take care of their own emotional wellbeing.

British domestic service is special. This is a picture that emerges very quickly by comparison to service on 
the Continent or in the US, be it the service of a nanny, a governess, a butler or other domestics. The course 
invites participants to have a closer look at this socio-cultural phenomenon from the perspectives of British 
Literary and Cultural Studies. We will explore the British way of serving through the discourses of 
historiography, fiction, fantasy/children’s literature and autobiography. The primary literature dates from the 
nineteenth and twentieth centuries. From these readings emerges a complex understanding of the intriguing 
intersection of domestic service with issues of class, gender, social status, education and identity.

Perhaps no 20th century writer speaks so compellingly on matters of race, love, and resistance as James 

Baldwin. Born in Harlem in the 1920s, Baldwin came of age in an America at war over issues of systematic 

injustice. Through prose often as melodious as it is powerful, Baldwin investigates the psychological impact 

of oppression, underlining the deeply significant ways in which the political is made personal. 

This course will be an intensive study of Baldwin’s works and life. Beginning with his landmark essays 

collected in Notes of a Native Son, we’ll then move onto Baldwin’s fiction and his novel Giovanni’s Room, a 

milestone account of a same-sex relationship and a reflection on Baldwin’s own self-imposed exile in France. 

As we read, we’ll closely examine Baldwin’s writing through both a critical and stylistic lens, working to 

understand what makes his writing increasingly relevant to today’s discussions on race and gender. We’ll 

conclude the semester with an investigation into the 21st century writers most indebted to Baldwin.

In “Santarém” she writes “I liked the place; I liked 
the idea of the place.” Her poems have been categorized as highly technical, descriptive and formal. John 
Ashbery called her “a writer’s writer’s writer.” In this course we will be mapping how Bishop writes about 
place, her techniques and tendencies, in order to see what she’s saying about poetry and in turns, identity. 
In the second half of the course we will move forward in time to Mark Doty. An exceptionally gifted poet, 
digressive yet detailed, one reviewer called him “a poet of glow.” He is also a city poet and renders gay 
urban life in America with incredible precision and beauty. We will study the idea of the place, in this case 
the city, in Doty’s work.

Cities of the American Rust Belt and the German Ruhr Area share a similar history of economic rise through 
industrial development but also of its later decline. Today post-industrial cities, such as Detroit or Dortmund, 
face the challenge to redefine their urban landscapes. Richard Florida’s concept of the Creative Class as 
the saving solution for urban renewal and economic revitalization is a prominent example of an American 
urban redevelopment model that has been exported and implemented in cities around the world. During the 
European Capital of Culture in 2010 the Dortmund U and its surrounding neighborhood seems to have been 
highly influenced by Florida’s approach.  
By means of a transatlantic perspective, we will take a close look at the Unionviertel, its various agents and 
institutions and the different ways in which art, creativity and culture work towards urban transformation. 
That way we will work out similarities and possible reversals of Florida’s creativity script. 
 
Project based field trips to the neighborhood will give students concrete insights into the ways in which urban 
creative re-imagination is put to work.

Together they created an 
alternative to their decade’s dominant culture of conformity and consumption. Today their work continues to 
inspire curious minds to question, experiment and seek what is true over what is expected.” (The Beat 
Museum, San Francisco) 
In this seminar, we will read and discuss some of the works of two important authors from the Beat 
Generation, concentrating on William S. Burroughs and Jack Kerouac. We will also look at some of the other 
Beat Poets such as Allen Ginsberg and at the music and art scene of the era, which undoubtedly was 
influenced by the Beats but also reciprocally had its impact on them.  
Individual or group presentations as well as short essays will contribute to participation in class, all other 
course requirements will be discussed in the first session.

The phenomenal return of 80s aesthetics in more recent remakes, e.g. from Stephen King’s IT (2017) and 
the Netflix series Stranger Things (2016) demonstrates the undying popularity of the 1980s on big and small 
screens. Eighties genres have shaped audience’s nostalgic perception of an America in which time travel 
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films and high school romances, teen sci-fi drama and action adventures met the expectations of a neon 
colored, postmodern popcorn cheerfulness. The enduring impact of the MTV generation is inspired by an 
era, in which producers took over from screenwriters, and directors like Don Simpson, Stephen Spielberg, 
and Robert Zemeckis dominated the big screen with their hedonistic high-concept films with plots 
characterized by a low intellectual demand because they were just fun! 
But beyond all the surface, the seminar will focus on a number of hidden cultural phenomena and how they 
apply to a reading of 1980s genres from a contemporary perspective. From this pov, IT is not a horror film 
with a teen cast, but a coming-of-age drama with horror elements in the midst of crisis-ridden America; 
Silvester Stallone’s Rambo is legendary for its new masculinity concept and compensatory power against 
national anxieties of war and political inferiority; and Breakfast Club has become cult for its sensitive study 
of the Gen Xers and their shared despair about a reckless future. Hence, behind all their lightfooted diversity 
and liberal spirit, 80s movies also employed a lot of racism and misogyny as in Soul Man and Fatal Attraction 
and they took on abortion (Dirty Dancing), social class (Pretty in Pink), and gang rape (The Accused). In 
class, we will watch and close-read a selection of representative films to uncover the hidden phenomena 
about the decade that just won’t die.

In Globalization and Militarism: Feminists Make the Link, Cynthia Enloe writes about curiosity as something 
that “involves exploring, questioning – refusing to take something for granted. One is not curious about the 
things one takes for granted.” The aim of this course is therefore to examine most recent debates on the 
complex relationship between war, militarism and gender by contemporary feminist scholars. Using gender 
as a category of analysis, we will first look at traditional approaches to and understanding of war, conflict, 
militarism, militarization and also peace and security. However, we will move beyond discussing solely the 
role of women in the military or women as victims of conflict-related sexual violence, but focus on female 
agency, women’s activism and participation. We will analyze the intersectionality and complexity of gender 
issues and explore the gendered dynamics of war as well as different gendered identities and subjectivities 
that are at the core of the human experience on both sides of a conflict. We will also take a broader 
international/transnational/global perspective to discuss issues in the fields of globalization, international 
politics and women’s/human rights.

Finally, we will analyze the rhetorical means Mann 
uses to support his political aim to address his American readers and listeners, making an appeal for the 
USA to enter the war and later establish a new world order.  Among these works are "Meerfahrt mit Don

Owing its name to Montaigne’s Essais, or Attempts, the essay may be slipperiest literary form. Perhaps best 
described as a “mind on the page,” a compelling literary essay is an often digressive attempt to explain or 
advance a writer’s most intimate thoughts, to make meaning out of the world and events of our time. The 
modern nonfiction essay is a playful, eccentric form, marrying the character intensity of a novel with the wild 
lyricism and descriptive power of poetry. 
This course will be a survey of American nonfiction forms before 1900. Beginning with Native American oral 
traditions and the accounts of early colonists, we’ll continue through blockbuster captivity narratives and 
plantation tales, personal letters, early literary pranks, the philosophical musings Emerson and Thoreau, the 
comedic stylings of Franklin and Twain, and reporting from nation’s bitterest battlefields. Through wide 
reading and demanding discussions, we’ll struggle together towards an understanding of a genre that has 
transgressed, confounded, and delighted.

In connection with an ongoing American Studies research project in the University Alliance Ruhr, the seminar 
will study urban "scripts" – the term we use to designate both the self-descriptions employed by cities in their 
branding efforts /and/ the recipes or blueprints for urban development - and particularly the ways in which 
such scripts globally "travel", both within and between regions such as North America, Europe and East 
Asia. Guiding principles such as ”creative”, ”sustainable", or ”socially inclusive” urban development can each 
be seen as "scripts" that are associated with particular narratives, images, figures of speech and thought. 
Such scripts can be generic as well as culturally specific, but they frequently travel without being sufficiently 
adapted to specific cultural contexts. In the seminar, we will both discuss a number of theoretical texts on 
the notion of scripts /and/ conduct our own research projects on specific scripts and and the way they have 
travelled. A reader containing an initial selection of texts and materials will be available in the copyshop 
Reckhammerweg from early February onwards. Participants are expected to have read at least the texts 
marked with an (x) for the first session. Everyone who has read these texts by the first session is guaranteed 
a place!
