This course builds on the fundamental knowledge of phonetics and phonology covered in Linguistics I.

The first section will include a description and discussion of acoustic and articulatory phonetics, focussing
on the physiological and cognitive aspects of production and reception. This will include more detailed
discussion of sound classes, vowel position, the place and manner of consonant articulation. With a view to



course projects and assignments, transcription skills will be further developed and a brief introduction to
software used for speech and auditory analysis will be provided.

The second section will focus on segmental and suprasegmental English phonology. Within the realm of
suprasegmental phonology, special attention will be paid to the structure of the syllable, the structure of the
tone unit and to prosody in general (including pitch movement, rhythm and intensity). The course will end
with a brief consideration of phonological variation across World Englishes and English as a Lingua Franca.

Sociolinguistics is the study of language in society and the social factors influencing the way we talk. The
definition seems straightforward, yet describes an utterly complex and highly interesting phenomenon. This
class introduces a variety of aspects related to the study of sociolinguistics. We will inquire into aspects of
the relationship between language, variation, and style, and will discuss the classical social dialect
studies/surveys. We will consider important sociolinguistic variables (esp. social class, gender, and age) and
their impact on human linguistic behavior as well as fundamental topics such as “language attitudes”,
“multilingualism and language choice”, “language contact’, and “social networks and communities of
practice”. In addition, we will look into research approaches and methodologies pursued by sociolinguists.
This not only includes methods of data collection and analysis but also guestions of research ethics and
challenges such as the observer's paradox.

Course requirements will be discussed in the first class.

This seminar will consider the role of linguistics in understanding, diagnosing and treating speech and
language disorders, with a specific focus (in the context of the English language) on developmental and
acquired aphasia, and dyslexia.

The focus on aphasia will include consideration of difficulties with lexical, syntactic, semantic and segmental
and suprasegmental phonological processing.

The focus on dyslexia will consider difficulties with writing, which is associated with phoneme to grapheme
disassociation, difficulties with reading, which is associated with grapheme to phoneme disassociation, and
spelling and reading and writing difficulties in general.

General communicative and pragmatic patterns of people with aphasia and dyslexia will also be considered
as well as associated difficulties in first and second language acquisition.

The course will begin with a critical reassessment of the variables of intelligence, age and memory (working,
short-term and long-term).

Generally, linguists had neglected mundane conversation until the preoccupation with observing
conversational behaviour in ethnomethodology (Garfinkel 1967) and ‘interaction order’ (Goffman, 1959)
inspired the sociologists Sacks, Schegloff and Jefferson (1974) to analyze the social organization (and
orderliness) of conversation, or ‘talk-in-interaction’ as it later more appropriately came to be known, through
a detailed inspection of recorded conversations.

This course, initially, will cover these theoretical underpinnings of conversation analysis as a “pure”
discipline. An introduction to the basic methodologies of recording and detailed turn by turn transcription will
then be provided, and subsequently practised with focus on turn-taking rules in general, turn co-construction,
turn sequencing through conversational openings and closings and adjacency pairs, and the phenomenon
of preference.

From insights of CA research on mundane conversation, we will proceed to Applied Conversation Analysis
in institutional settings, such as psychotherapist-client talk in interaction, and as a component of the wider
research methods of linguistic anthropology.

Course assignments and requirements will be discussed at the first session.

The world has increasingly turned into a multilingual place. Formerly monolingual countries have become
multilingual and estimates suggest that nowadays far more than half of the world's population grow up bi- or
even multilingually. The English language and especially its turbulent history of colonization has had a great
share in these developments; English is involved as one of the languages in most multilingual scenarios
today. We will inquire into a variety of sociolinguistic as well as psycholinguistic aspects of the phenomenon
of multilingualism. We will look into different multilingual communities and usage contexts, ranging from
multilingual countries such as Singapore to multilingual practices in online and computer-mediated
communication. We will inquire into questions such as "Who can be considered a bi-/multilingual speaker?"
and "What makes a society multilingual?". To that end, we will not only look into the historic political
backgrounds and sociolinguistic setups of such speech communities but also introduce and consider
concepts and theories of language acquisition relating to multilingualism. The class will shed light on how
bi-/multilingual language acquisition proceeds and what makes it similar to and different from the
monolingual acquisition of a language. Course requirements will be discussed in the first session.

Theories of second language acquisition (SLA) and learning will be explored on this course. The course will
proceed from SLA theory as influenced by theories of first language acquisition, behaviorism, nativism,
cognitive learning, and processability, through to the more specific influences (especially in the context of
input, output and interaction) from the fields of linguistics, sociolinguistics and applied linguistics.

What might be termed as the variables of second language acquisition, such as age, gender, motivation,
learner styles, bilingualism, intelligence, memory and the dichotomy of acquisition/formal learning, will be
explored not only in their own right, but also with a view to establishing the applicability of the insights from
such research to second language teaching. Furthermore, not only research on linguistic competence, but
also research on the acquisition of pragmatic, discourse and sociolinguistic competence, given the influence
of such considerations on communicative language teaching, will be explored.

Finally, concepts such as interlanguage, critical periods and fossilization will be reassessed in the light of
new research, especially that which avails of insights from learner corpora.

Emotions have long been acknowledged to be our main incitements and sources of motivation for all kinds
of social interaction but also for learning, memorizing and thinking. This course treats the multifaceted
relationship between language and emotion, comprising emotion expression, emotion performance, and
emotion enactment through language, emotions in cognition and cognitive linguistics, emotions between
universality and culture-dependency, taboo and politeness, historical changes in the conceptualization of
emotions, embodiment of emotion, cognitive groundings and metaphorization, empathy creation in literature
and film, emotions about language use and language users (attitudes) as well as emotion and language in
politics and advertising. We will discuss methods for the linguistic investigation of the relationship between
language and emotion.

Quantitative methods are used in many different areas of linguistic research, e.g. to compare different
varieties of English, to discover diachronic developments or to define collocations. However, the
interpretation of frequencies has to be handled with care. Statistical methods help to check whether observed
differences in frequency are not a matter of chance but statistically significant.

This course is designed as a general introduction to statistical methods and their application to linguistic
research. First, we will investigate how to describe quantitative data in general, using popular measures
such as the mode, the median or the mean and standard deviation. Next, a range of statistical tests of
significance - such as the chi-square test, or, to define collocations, the Ml-score will be explored. How do
these tests work? For which linguistic research questions are they suitable?

We will next investigate variationist sociolinguistics applications of statistical methods, which can be used to
assess whether the use of a linguistic variant is triggered by certain social factors or certain aspects of the
linguistic environment, and how factors can be ranked, using linear or logistic regression.

Advanced topics including random forests, topic modelling, document classification, and distributional
semantics will be briefly introduced, with linguistic application.

During the course, | will give an introduction to and do hands-on exercises with the statistics language R, a
programming language that is powerful but also easy to use for people with no previous experience in
programming or statistics. We will rely on the open-access book that | have written, which also addresses
students without any previous programming experience.

This course offers an introduction to literary theory and criticism, literary history, genre poetics and textual
analysis and interpretation. Its aim is to give students a thorough understanding of studying literature by
engaging them in hands-on discussions of some major literary texts from the three standard genres: fiction,
drama, and poetry. As this is a “Blockseminar”, students will receive study questions from their teacher and
are expected to have read Golding’s Lord of the Flies, Shakespeare’s Midsummer Night's Dream and some
additional material via moodle before February 8.

To conclude the course, an achievement review needs to be passed. Its conditions will be explained at the
beginning of term. So far, it is important to note that you will be given guiding questions about texts you have
to study and interpret yourselves. Questions may address issues of form or content. The achievement review
tests the participants’ competence in literary theory and criticism, literary history, genre poetics and textual
analysis and interpretation as well as academic working methods.

The period of British Romanticism we are studying in this seminar can be bookended by Blake's
Poetical Sketches (1783) and Lord Byron's death (1824). It encompasses a time of febrile political
and cultural turmoil including the French Revolution (1789), the British wars with France, and the
reactionary policies of the Tory British administration. Most of the major cultural players of the time
were embroiled to a greater or lesser degree in these dramatic events. We will be focusing on such
major literary figures as William Wordsworth, Percy Shelley and his wife Mary Shelley, Samuel Taylor
Coleridge, Lord Byron, and William Blake. Most of the poems and other material we need will be
available on our website, but students are asked to buy the Norton edition of Mary Shelley’'s
Frankenstein (2012) and to read it before the seminar starts. Students will be able to write their papers
in this seminar or plan projects. Tim Blanning’s The Romantic Revolution, Phoenix, 2010 is a useful
introduction to the topic from a pan-European perspective.

What radical poet George Dyer claims here is that English officials systematically exploit society’s poorest
and willingly create a money-myth by making their laws untouchable. Of course, if one does not come from
a wealthy background in the late 18" century, the necessity to generate enough money for survival leaves
hardly any leisure time for education and political activism. These dire circumstances for the poor were only
heightened as capitalism flourished and people flocked to the cities in the 19" century. In crowded London
streets, economic matters dictated the lives of everyone, and the painful absence of money often sparked
moral decay and substance abuse. This class will investigate how monetary matters truly “make the world
go ‘round” and influence individuals unlike anything else. We will enter workhouses to encounter orphaned
children, trace the despair of young females to find wealthy husbands at all costs, and observe how political
discourses de-valued the most vulnerable.

In his 1897 article "Socialism and Nationalism” working-class- and Irish independence activist James
Connolly proposed a fusion between the two concepts in order to bring about Irish independence:
"Nationalism without Socialism — without a reorganisation of society on the basis of a broader and more
developed form of that common property which underlay the social structure of ancient Erin —is only national
recreancy”. He would go on to be one of the leaders of the 1916 Easter Rising, the key event to start the
long and bloody process of Irish independence and peace. Séan O’Casey, Ireland’s first successful working-
class playwright, examines the realities of working-class life between nationalist and socialist ideas
throughout this process. His Dublin plays are set during the Easter Rising (The Plough and the Stars), the
War of Independence (The Shadow of a Gunman) and the Irish Civil War (Juno and the Paycock) and
caused violent uproar at their premieres due to O’Casey'’s portrayals of working-class life and opinions. In
this course we will analyse how O’Casey portrays working-class life and socialist ideas during a time of
violent nationalism and discuss how these visions resonate with contemporary culture and politics.

The theoretical basis for the seminar is the concept of the ‘chronotope’ as developed by Mikhail
Bakhtin. He was a Russian philosopher, literary critic and theorist, in fact one of the leading thinkers
of the twentieth century. Bahktin developed the term from his studies of the phenomenon of the novel
in world literature. He used it to describe the interaction of time and space in the literary representation
of human experience. In the course we will be dealing with Bakhtin’s notion of the chronotope in the
sense of what time and place do with/to us, how they impact lives, the shaping of characters,
personalities and fortunes, and how this is conveyed artistically in literature. The method used is a
creative and free application of Bakhtin’s idea of the significance of spatio-temporal relationships in
literature. A major question is how place is transformed into space, is semanticized, becomes a bearer
of socio-cultural meaning. We will look at the ways in which chronotopes not only reflect constructions
of character, urban space and city life, but, yet more importantly, reveal issues of identity construction,
gender, childhood and motherhood, communication and interculturality.

Participants of the course are invited to explore various manifestations of artistic chronotopes in
exemplary texts from English and New English/postcolonial literatures (Canada, South Africa) of the
nineteenth and twentieth centuries. We will be studying texts by Virginia Woolf, Joseph Conrad,
Margaret Atwood, J.M. Coetzee and Colin Thubron. The types of texts included are essay, fiction and
travelogue.

The course fuses the methods of British Literary and Cultural Studies. More specifically, the critical
approaches adopted are close reading, biographical criticism, contextualization, Deconstruction and
Cultural Geography. Eventually this investigation results in a poetics and politics of time and
place/space.

A metafictional text draws attention to its own status as fiction through a variety of literary devices,
including intertextuality and complex narrative structures. We will be highlighting a special form of
metafiction, metalepsis, which blurs distinctions between distinct ontological universes, for instance
between the world of the reader and the fictional world created by the text. The seminar will seek to
illustrate how pervasive metafictional processes are by analyzing texts from different historical
periods.

Everybody knows the story of the children that were ‘lost’ in the jungle: Mowgli and Tarzan. They have
influenced Western perceptions of what it means to come of age in a setting that is very much
removed from its readers’ lifeworlds. The two boys made both friends and foes in the lush rainforests
of India and Africa, respectively. The Jungle Books (Kipling, 1894) and Tarzan of the Apes (Rice
Burroughs, 1912) have inspired authors such as Katherine Rundell (The Explorer, 2017), Michael
Morpurgo (Running Wild, 2009) and Bear Grylls (New Jungle Book Adventure, 2016) to craft their
own stories of children in a jungle.

But in recent years, a new discourse has emerged, focusing more on the eco-critical side of the jungle
narratives instead of stressing the notion of imperial romances. In texts such as The Great Kapok
Tree (Cherry, 1990) as well as Rundell's, Morpurgo’s and Grylls’s fiction, the focus is on the thoughtful
interaction with a natural environment that is endangered by exploiters, seeking to gain profit from the
rainforest without considering the lasting consequences for the entire world. The contemporary
discourse surrounding novels for (young) children is to educate them and make them aware of the
beauty, but also the necessity of a (protected) rainforest.

In this course, participants will read various contemporary texts and gain a deeper understanding of
an environment that has an important impact on our ecosystem. By using theories from the fields of
children’s literature, cultural geography and eco-criticism, students will be able to develop their
practical skills in the critical analysis of literary texts, and will tackle the basic techniques of academic
writing, such as how to formulate a research question and how to structure a paper.

In this class we are going to have a twofold perspective: On the one hand, we will study icc, text and media
competences theoretically and with an emphasis on learning and teaching at lower and upper secondary
level. On the other hand, we will connect this theoretical knowledge with our analysis and interpretation of
literary works and with cultural topics.

The emphasis is on how to inspire EFL university students to develop their intercultural communicative
competence and their text and media competences for the purpose of teaching in a literature and culture
rich English classroom.

The literary works will be Charlotte Bronte’s novel Jane Eyre (1847, modern film versions included), D.H.
Lauwrence’s autobiographical novel Sons and Lovers (1913, modern film versions included) and Georgia
Hunter’s autobiographical novel We Were the Lucky Ones (2017). Cultural topics will be the encounter with
family life and the role of women in a foreign world in comparison to our own world. We will look at the way
identities are constructed based on text and visual media. That is why we will study the texts and compare
them with film versions, if possile.

Several of the theoretical texts on icc, text- and media competences will be provided electronically.
Requirements of this class depend on the study program of the participants.

When filmmaker Piers Haggard, during an interview with Mike Gatiss for the documentary A History of Horror
(2010), described his 1971 Blood on Satan’s Claw as a “folk horror film”, he probably didn’t foresee that the
term would take on a life of its own in the years to come. The term was taken up by scholars to label any
cultural text that engages with British folklore “to imbue itself with a sense of the arcane for eerie, uncanny
or horrific purposes” to dramatize a “clash between such arcania and its presence within close proximity to
some form of modernity” (Scovell 2017: 7).

Folk horror now encompasses a variety of representations that negotiate the ambiguous relationship
between tradition and modernization in British history, ranging from films such as Robin Wright's The Wicker
Man (1973) and Gareth Evans’ Apostle (2018) to the novels of Andrew Michael Hurley and beyond. But folk
horror sensibilities can also retrospectively be identified in literary precursors such as the gothic stories of
M.R. James and others.

In this seminar, we will examine a variety of literary and filmic representations that can be described as folk
horror. We will look at folk horror's dominant themes and motifs, and we will also examine how folk horror
has been appropriated as an aesthetic strategy outside of conventional genre literature and film.

Terrorism has always been a contested term: it has been used as a label to stigmatise certain groups, while
others, who have committed similar acts, have been labelled freedom fighters. Although some commentators
believe that the “Age of Terror”, which allegedly began on September 11, 2001, is a recent phenomenon,
terrorism has been around for a long time. In line with this, representations of terror and terrorism in literature,
film, television or the visual arts have increased rapidly over the past twenty years, but as texts like Joseph
Conrad’s The Secret Agent (1907) show, this is a genre which looks back on a long and chequered history.

In this seminar, we will study a wide range of texts that deal with the challenges of representing and
fictionalising terrorism: from Joseph Conrad’s abovementioned novel, via Mohsin Hamid's The Reluctant
Fundamentalist (2007), to Jess Walter's The Zero (2006), Kamila Shamsie’s Home Fire (2017) or British
feature film Four Lions (2010). In addition, we will explore a number of theoretical approaches from the field
of Critical Terrorism Studies in order to contextualise our discussions.

In a now classical essay from 1989, "New Ethnicities”, Stuart Hall proposed that "[t]he term ethnicity
acknowledges the place of history, language and culture in the construction of subjectivity and identity". The
concept of ethnicity, understood in this way, offered an alternative to constricting and essentialising notions
of identity and hence promised to open up "a new cultural politics which engages rather than suppresses
difference and which depends, in part, on the cultural construction of new ethnic identities". Today, nearly
thirty years later, Hall's hopes appear to have reached an impasse: the fact that racially and religiously
motivated attacks in the UK have risen dramatically after the Brexit referendum illustrates that
'multiculturalism’ is increasingly considered to be a 'problem'. While those in the liberal camp seem to
dwindle, the revival of ideas of ethnic and national purity indicates a 'white backlash'’ (rise of the 'New Right').
Since this seminar is a Kulturdidaktik-Seminar, we will first talk about the role that discussions of ethnicity
can play in the EFL classroom (intercultural communicative competence, teaching literature etc.).
Subsequently, we will consider how ethnic communities in the UK represent themselves culturally today.

“Strange that men, from age to age, should consent to hold their lives at the breath of another, merely that
each in his turn may have a power of acting the tyrant according to the law! Oh, God! give me poverty!”

— William Godwin, Caleb Williams (1794)

In this quote, anarchist philosopher William Godwin communicates what lies at the core of his social criticism:
Society and its artificial laws, favouring the rich over the poor, have removed individuals so severely from their
natural state that people become tyrants and subdue each another instead of jointly striving for human
perfectibility. Over the course of his 50-year career (~1784-1834), William Godwin composed enquiries into
human nature, bridging Enlightenment and Romantic thought and creating one of the first systematic enquiries
into human rights as natural rights in his infamous Political Justice (1793). As husband to proto-feminist writer
Mary Wollstonecraft, father to Mary Shelley, whose insightful magnum opus Frankenstein (1818)
revolutionised the interconnectedness of science and nature, idol to the young and rebellious Percy Shelley
and frequent host of London’s radical circles, William Godwin is a core figure of the long 18" century and its
socio-political turmoil. This class will investigate Godwin’s philosophical ideas to discover his impact on proto-
scientific discourses at the turn of the century. We will also read several of his fictional texts to trace how he
used psychological novels to illustrate society’s systematic devaluation of individuals.

The lecture offers an introductory overview of theoretical approaches and topics relevant for British cultural
studies. While the meaning of 'culture' may seem to be quite evident at first glance, even the slightest probing
underneath the surface reveals that it is not. As Raymond Williams, one of the most influential founding
figures of British cultural studies, famously pointed out: "Culture is one of the two or three most complicated
words in the English language." (Keywords, 1976). It is thus necessary to get a grip on some of the dominant
but potentially competing conceptions of ‘culture’ — which in turn depends on an understanding of how its
meanings have developed historically — before engaging with other concepts that contribute to its semantic
scope: identity/difference, representation, gender, race/ethnicity, place/space, cultural memory and many
others. The discussion of theory will be complemented by a brief overview of British history (from 1500) and
an introduction to the British political system.

“[INtis literally true that a poor man has neither time nor money to know what our laws have made (in many
instances unjustly) his duty, or to ascertain his just rights. [...] But ignorance was the lot of the poor man,
and their prosecutors and lawyers were, in broad English, KNOWING RASCALS.”

(Dyer, Complaints of the Poor People of England, 1793)
What radical poet George Dyer claims here is that English officials systematically exploit society’s poorest
and willingly create a money-myth by making their laws untouchable. Of course, if one does not come from
a wealthy background in the late 18" century, the necessity to generate enough money for survival leaves
hardly any leisure time for education and political activism. These dire circumstances for the poor were only
heightened as capitalism flourished and people flocked to the cities in the 19" century. In crowded London
streets, economic matters dictated the lives of everyone, and the painful absence of money often sparked
moral decay and substance abuse. This class will investigate how monetary matters truly “make the world
go ‘round” and influence individuals unlike anything else. We will enter workhouses to encounter orphaned
children, trace the despair of young females to find wealthy husbands at all costs, and observe how political
discourses de-valued the most vulnerable.

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In his 1897 article "Socialism and Nationalism” working-class- and Irish independence activist James
Connolly proposed a fusion between the two concepts in order to bring about Irish independence:
"Nationalism without Socialism — without a reorganisation of society on the basis of a broader and more
developed form of that common property which underlay the social structure of ancient Erin — is only national
recreancy”. He would go on to be one of the leaders of the 1916 Easter Rising, the key event to start the
long and bloody process of Irish independence and peace. Séan O’Casey, Ireland’s first successful working-
class playwright, examines the realities of working-class life between nationalist and socialist ideas
throughout this process. His Dublin plays are set during the Easter Rising (The Plough and the Stars), the
War of Independence (The Shadow of a Gunman) and the Irish Civil War (Juno and the Paycock) and
caused violent uproar at their premieres due to O’Casey'’s portrayals of working-class life and opinions. In
this course we will analyse how O’Casey portrays working-class life and socialist ideas during a time of
violent nationalism and discuss how these visions resonate with contemporary culture and politics.

Charles Dickens once cynically wrote: "[It] is well known to the wise in their generation [that] traffic in Shares
is the one thing to have to do with in this world. Have no antecedents, no established character, no
cultivation, no ideas, no manners; have Shares...”. With that statement, he perfectly summarizes the frenzy
that took place at the beginning of the 18th century when, in the light of the ‘financial revolution’, international
stock markets were on the rise and fascinated the masses. People quickly got caught up in a scheme that
is now known as the South Sea Bubble. Nowadays, the South Sea Bubble is often labelled as ‘the first
modern stock market crash’ and many scholars see striking similarities to later stock market crashes, such
as the global financial crisis in 2008. In this seminar, we will have a look at the cultural, political and socio-
economic circumstances that made these kinds of bubbles possible, led up to them and resulted from them.
We are going to be dealing with various fictional and non-fictional texts from different time periods.

The period of British Romanticism we are studying in this seminar can be bookended by Blake's
Poetical Sketches (1783) and Lord Byron's death (1824). It encompasses a time of febrile political
and cultural turmoil including the French Revolution (1789), the British wars with France, and the
reactionary policies of the Tory British administration. Most of the major cultural players of the time
were embroiled to a greater or lesser degree in these dramatic events. We will be focusing on such
major literary figures as William Wordsworth, Percy Shelley and his wife Mary Shelley, Samuel Taylor
Coleridge, Lord Byron, and William Blake. Most of the poems and other material we need will be
available on our website, but students are asked to buy the Norton edition of Mary Shelley’'s
Frankenstein (2012) and to read it before the seminar starts. Students will be able to write their papers
in this seminar or plan projects. Tim Blanning’s The Romantic Revolution, Phoenix, 2010 is a useful
introduction to the topic from a pan-European perspective.

Whiteness is more than just the colour of one’s skin. Depending on social, cultural and historical
circumstances, it becomes a significant component in the construction of a hegemonic social identity that
helps maintain social hierarchies and inequalities based on ethnic features. Critical Whiteness Studies
examine how whiteness simultaneously intersects with other identity categories like class and gender, and
how it shapes the perception of non-white sections of the population as well as “degrees” of whiteness.
Studying the construction of white identities is thus instrumental for understanding the complexities of racism.
In this class, we will look at the functions of whiteness in British culture by tracing its history. We will especially
examine the role of whiteness in contemporary expressions of whiteness which are at the heart of current
debates about racism which culminated in the global Black Lives Matter protests and discussions about
Britain’s colonial history and its remembrance.

The aim of this seminar is to raise students’ awareness for the role of ethnicity and intersectionality within
cultural processes by introducing them to the theoretical and methodological basics of Critical Whiteness
Studies, and to enable them to apply these in their study of cultural phenomena.

In this class we are going to have a twofold perspective: On the one hand, we will study icc, text and media
competences theoretically and with an emphasis on learning and teaching at lower and upper secondary
level. On the other hand, we will connect this theoretical knowledge with our analysis and interpretation of
literary works and with cultural topics.

The emphasis is on how to inspire EFL university students to develop their intercultural communicative
competence and their text and media competences for the purpose of teaching in a literature and culture
rich English classroom.

The literary works will be Charlotte Bronte’s novel Jane Eyre (1847, modern film versions included), D.H.
Lauwrence’s autobiographical novel Sons and Lovers (1913, modern film versions included) and Georgia
Hunters autobiographical novel We Were the Lucky Ones (2017). Cultural topics will be the encounter with
family life and the role of women in a foreign world in comparison to our own world. We will look at the way
identities are constructed based on text and visual media. That is why we will study the texts and compare
them with film versions, if possile.

When filmmaker Piers Haggard, during an interview with Mike Gatiss for the documentary A History of Horror
(2010), described his 1971 Blood on Satan’s Claw as a “folk horror film”, he probably didn’t foresee that the
term would take on a life of its own in the years to come. The term was taken up by scholars to label any
cultural text that engages with British folklore “to imbue itself with a sense of the arcane for eerie, uncanny
or horrific purposes” to dramatize a “clash between such arcania and its presence within close proximity to
some form of modernity” (Scovell 2017: 7).

Folk horror now encompasses a variety of representations that negotiate the ambiguous relationship
between tradition and modernization in British history, ranging from films such as Robin Wright's The Wicker
Man (1973) and Gareth Evans’ Apostle (2018) to the novels of Andrew Michael Hurley and beyond. But folk
horror sensibilities can also retrospectively be identified in literary precursors such as the gothic stories of
M.R. James and others.

In this seminar, we will examine a variety of literary and filmic representations that can be described as folk
horror. We will look at folk horror's dominant themes and motifs, and we will also examine how folk horror
has been appropriated as an aesthetic strategy outside of conventional genre literature and film.

Terrorism has always been a contested term: it has been used as a label to stigmatise certain groups, while
others, who have committed similar acts, have been labelled freedom fighters. Although some commentators
believe that the “Age of Terror”, which allegedly began on September 11, 2001, is a recent phenomenon,
terrorism has been around for a long time. In line with this, representations of terror and terrorism in literature,
film, television or the visual arts have increased rapidly over the past twenty years, but as texts like Joseph
Conrad’s The Secret Agent (1907) show, this is a genre which looks back on a long and chequered history.

In this seminar, we will study a wide range of texts that deal with the challenges of representing and
fictionalising terrorism: from Joseph Conrad’s abovementioned novel, via Mohsin Hamid’s The Reluctant
Fundamentalist (2007), to Jess Walter's The Zero (2006), Kamila Shamsie’s Home Fire (2017) or British
feature film Four Lions (2010). In addition, we will explore a number of theoretical approaches from the field
of Critical Terrorism Studies in order to contextualise our discussions.

One does not need to draw such a strict border between North and South as Elizabeth Gaskell does in her
1855 novel of the same title, but it should be obvious for any student of England that there is a "North-South
divide" which still informs many social and cultural debates in the UK. Whether one focuses on demographic,
economic, linguistic or cultural differences, the South with London as the 'epicentre of everything' is often
seen as more privileged, while the (post-)industrial North comes across as the socially disadvantaged little
brother. As a consequence, a strong regional affiliation and collective identity seems all the more crucial and
prevalent among Northerners.

In this seminar, we will investigate how the North of England as a distinctive region was perceived historically,
how the Industrial Revolution, sports or music helped to develop Northern identities, and how Northernness
and the North are represented in various fictional texts from different centuries.

In a now classical essay from 1989, "New Ethnicities", Stuart Hall proposed that “[t]he term ethnicity
acknowledges the place of history, language and culture in the construction of subjectivity and identity". The
concept of ethnicity, understood in this way, offered an alternative to constricting and essentialising notions
of identity and hence promised to open up "a new cultural politics which engages rather than suppresses
difference and which depends, in part, on the cultural construction of new ethnic identities". Today, nearly
thirty years later, Hall's hopes appear to have reached an impasse: the fact that racially and religiously
motivated attacks in the UK have risen dramatically after the Brexit referendum illustrates that
'multiculturalism’ is increasingly considered to be a ‘problem'. While those in the liberal camp seem to
dwindle, the revival of ideas of ethnic and national purity indicates a 'white backlash' (rise of the 'New Right’).
Since this seminar is a Kulturdidaktik-Seminar, we will first talk about the role that discussions of ethnicity
can play in the EFL classroom (intercultural communicative competence, teaching literature etc.).
Subsequently, we will consider how ethnic communities in the UK represent themselves culturally today.

In this quote, anarchist philosopher William Godwin communicates what lies at the core of his social criticism:
Society and its artificial laws, favouring the rich over the poor, have removed individuals so severely from their
natural state that people become tyrants and subdue each another instead of jointly striving for human
perfectibility. Over the course of his 50-year career (~1784-1834), William Godwin composed enquiries into
human nature, bridging Enlightenment and Romantic thought and creating one of the first systematic enquiries
into human rights as natural rights in his infamous Political Justice (1793). As husband to proto-feminist writer
Mary Wollstonecraft, father to Mary Shelley, whose insightful magnum opus Frankenstein (1818)
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revolutionised the interconnectedness of science and nature, idol to the young and rebellious Percy Shelley
and frequent host of London’s radical circles, William Godwin is a core figure of the long 18" century and its
socio-political turmoil. This class will investigate Godwin’s philosophical ideas to discover his impact on proto-
scientific discourses at the turn of the century. We will also read several of his fictional texts to trace how he

used psychological novels to illustrate society’s systematic devaluation of individuals.

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The theoretical basis for the seminar is the concept of the ‘chronotope’ as developed by Mikhail
Bakhtin. He was a Russian philosopher, literary critic and theorist, in fact one of the leading thinkers
of the twentieth century. Bahktin developed the term from his studies of the phenomenon of the novel
in world literature. He used it to describe the interaction of time and space in the literary representation
of human experience. In the course we will be dealing with Bakhtin’s notion of the chronotope in the
sense of what time and place do with/to us, how they impact lives, the shaping of characters,
personalities and fortunes, and how this is conveyed artistically in literature. The method used is a
creative and free application of Bakhtin’s idea of the significance of spatio-temporal relationships in
literature. A major question is how place is transformed into space, is semanticized, becomes a bearer
of socio-cultural meaning. We will look at the ways in which chronotopes not only reflect constructions
of character, urban space and city life, but, yet more importantly, reveal issues of identity construction,
gender, childhood and motherhood, communication and interculturality.

Participants of the course are invited to explore various manifestations of artistic chronotopes in
exemplary texts from English and New English/postcolonial literatures (Canada, South Africa) of the
nineteenth and twentieth centuries. We will be studying texts by Virginia Woolf, Joseph Conrad,
Margaret Atwood, J.M. Coetzee and Colin Thubron. The types of texts included are essay, fiction and
travelogue.

The course fuses the methods of British Literary and Cultural Studies. More specifically, the critical
approaches adopted are close reading, biographical criticism, contextualization, Deconstruction and
Cultural Geography. Eventually this investigation results in a poetics and politics of time and
place/space.

The course addresses all lovers of British children’s literature. A great deal of it seems to be obsessed
with eating and drinking. We are going to study the rich and varied functions of food and meals as a
cultural metaphor in four British children’s classics. The texts chosen are fantasies for children from
the Victorian Age, the Edwardian period and the inter-war years.

In the seminar we will be exploring the ways in which all
the texts make important statements about the nature of childhood and negotiate issues of cultural
diversity, status, power and identity.

Everybody knows the story of the children that were ‘lost’ in the jungle: Mowgli and Tarzan. They have
influenced Western perceptions of what it means to come of age in a setting that is very much
removed from its readers’ lifeworlds. The two boys made both friends and foes in the lush rainforests
of India and Africa, respectively. The Jungle Books (Kipling, 1894) and Tarzan of the Apes (Rice
Burroughs, 1912) have inspired authors such as Katherine Rundell (The Explorer, 2017), Michael
Morpurgo (Running Wild, 2009) and Bear Grylls (New Jungle Book Adventure, 2016) to craft their
own stories of children in a jungle.

But in recent years, a hew discourse has emerged, focusing more on the eco-critical side of the jungle
narratives instead of stressing the notion of imperial romances. In texts such as The Great Kapok
Tree (Cherry, 1990) as well as Rundell's, Morpurgo’s and Grylls’s fiction, the focus is on the thoughtful
interaction with a natural environment that is endangered by exploiters, seeking to gain profit from the
rainforest without considering the lasting consequences for the entire world. The contemporary
discourse surrounding novels for (young) children is to educate them and make them aware of the
beauty, but also the necessity of a (protected) rainforest.

In this course, participants will read various contemporary texts and gain a deeper understanding of
an environment that has an important impact on our ecosystem. By using theories from the fields of
children’s literature, cultural geography and eco-criticism, students will be able to develop their
practical skills in the critical analysis of literary texts, and will tackle the basic techniques of academic
writing, such as how to formulate a research question and how to structure a paper.

This course examines a selection of the most significant moral and political challenges that the United States
has confronted throughout its history, from the founding era up through the present day. The first half of the
course addresses the problems that the founding documents of the nation were designed to manage, such
as the nature of political legitimacy, the structure of democratic rule, and the scope of individual liberty. We
will direct special attention toward the controversies generated by perhaps the most consequential sentence
in the U.S. Constitution—the First Amendment. Are the freedoms guaranteed by the First Amendment
(religion, speech, etc.) the most important rights a government can protect? To complement our study of
these domestic political issues, the second half of the class will examine some of the international challenges
the U.S. has faced as it rose to ever greater prominence during the 20" Century. Has the hegemonic power
of the U.S. enhanced or hindered global peace and stability? What obligations does the United States have
to the rest of the world?

This course explores the blossoming of Roman Catholic intellectual life in the United States during the 20"
Century. For much of American history, Catholicism was viewed with suspicion and hostility by the
overwhelmingly Protestant population. However, as successive waves of immigration made the country
more religiously diverse, Catholics were integrated into American culture, and over time developed a
distinctly American form of Catholicism, complete with its own intellectuals, novelists, and political leaders.
This course surveys the work of several prominent American Catholics in the 20% Century, ranging from the
memoirs of Thomas Merton and Dorthey Day to the literary works of Flannery O’Connor and Walker Percy,
and from the political theology of John Courtney Murray to the speeches of President John F. Kennedy. We
will explore how these thinkers shaped, and were shaped by, American culture, while also attending to the
way that Catholic theology itself evolved in response to the experience of American Catholics.

“Identity” is a term that simultaneously unites and divides groups. Belonging to and difference from a group
can be informed by experiences and identifications — by oneself or through others.

“Asian-Americans” are divided by the different types of identities that exceed this singular label — by
differences of heritage, religion, ethnicity, immigration status, citizenship, able bodiedness, sexuality,
gender, education, language, age, and other identitarian markers. Intersectionality is a theoretical framework
that sees these as a web of identities and an interlocking system of power that affects those who are
marginalized in society.

Texts will
include poetry, short stories, and a novel (to be announced in class). Instead of my original plan of giving
you a broad variety of texts and topics, | want us to focus also on how we can teach topics of identity and
difference, discrimination and visibility, in a literature/English classroom.

Written in
Stone: Public Monuments in Changing Societies will be supplemented with additional academic journal and
mainstream media articles to cover the following themes over the course of the semester:

-collective memory

-national identity

-Lost Cause version of the American Civil War

-German and American war monuments and memorials

-#Blacklivesmatter movement and Confederate monuments in the media

The seminar will deal with historical and contemporary forms of realism in different US-American media. We
will start with notions of realism during the period of Realism in American Literature, roughly between 1860
and 1890. We will also discuss other definitions and practices of realism in the visual arts, film, and tv
between 1900 and today.

Scholars first registered an emphasis of Realist writers in the second half of the 19th century on selective
presentation, verisimilitude, plausibility, detail, complexity, character, interior/psychological depth, probabil-
ity, and class; in 1988, Amy Kaplan sums up these strategies as means of “imagining and managing the
threats of social change" (Social Construction of American Realism ix). Winfried Fluck, a German American
Studies scholar, stresses in his monography Inszenierte Wirklichkeit from 1992 that not only texts that fall
under the category of realism have reality effects; rather, every text makes use of them. Reality effects point
to those aspects which are important to a specific cultural group’s reading of a described world; accordingly,
reality effects depend on the group’s priorities when it comes to the evaluation of a text’s probability and
authenticity. Probability and authenticity thus depend on a school of reading and change from one reader to
the next as well as across time. In this sense, Stuart Hall understands culture and its reading as an ongoing,
ever-changing process. Popular-culture scholars have been analyzing the practices that create reality effects
specific to print-, audiovisual-, or electronic media in a given time period. Last but not least, the recent
development of US-American “quality tv' caused new approaches to the notion of complexity and
authenticity in serial television foregrounding serial phenomena such as alignment and allegiance between
characters and viewers (Jason Mittell).

Elizabeth Rosner is one of the most significant and interesting representatives of second-generation
Holocaust writing, i.e. literature written by children of Holocaust victims and survivors. Her books have
received much attention in the United States especially as thematizing the long-term traumatic effects of the
holocaust on succeeding generations and the attempt to establish a dialogue with post-war Germany and
Austria. From a German perspective, her fiction, non-fiction and poetry encourages a fresh conversation
between Germans and Americans as the last representatives of the generation of immediate holocaust
victims is leaving us. The class will deal with two of her novels, The Speed of Light (2001), Blue Nude (2006);
a book of poetry, Gravity (2014); and a non-fiction book, SURVIVOR CAFE: the Legacy of Trauma and the
Labyrinth of Memory (2017). The seminar is recommended for projects in Literaturdidaktik.

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In recent years, post-industrial landscapes from the Ruhrgebiet to the US Rust Belt have become subject of vivid
debate in literary and cultural studies, in economics, in architecture and urban planning. Building on the idea of
productively using the existing interdisciplinary dialogue, this class focuses on poetry as a resource for
addressing processes of urban transformation and reinvention.

Poetry enables the open expression of conflict over space and its multiple interpretations; the poetry of radical
urban transformation points to the gaps de-industrialization has left behind and fills them with new life beyond
economic investment, and beyond tearing down structures. Its language and form go beyond the well-known
narrative of decline, neglect and deficit. Poetry here is a resource for survival — under intense economic and
other pressures it is, to speak with Audre Lorde, “not a luxury.” Building on this understanding, this class
addresses writings about the post-industrial landscape as negotiations of space but also as — at times daring —
inquiries into personal identity, social justice, and well-being.

While the main focus of this class is on poets from Detroit, MI, students are encouraged to bring own suggestions
for writings to discuss to class, and to develop their voices by writing their own pieces. Readings include
established poets such as Philip Levine and Melba Joyce Boyd, but also emerging voices as Jamaal May, Kristin
Palm and Dunya Mikhail. A reader including poems and some theoretical material will be made available at the
beginning of the semester.

This course explores novels by the modernist author William Faulkner (1892-1962). Twenty-three years
before winning the 1949 Nobel Prize in Literature, Faulkner made a novelistic debut with Soldier's Pay
(1926); within the next decade he released so-called his most celebrated novels,The Sound and the Fury
(1929), As | Lay Dying (1930), Sanctuary (1931), Light in August (1932) and Absalom, Absalom! (1936).
Focusing on several novels from the 1930s, this course introduces the joy of deciphering Faulkner's complex
writings widely known for their stream of consciousness style, and engagement with race, gender and family
relations in the Southern setting. In the end, this course will familiarize students with the genre of Southern
gothic that Faulkner brought forth and spread as the leading figure of the Southern Literary Renaissance.

Minimum course requirements are regular class participation and an oral presentation.

The Walt Disney Company, one of the largest most influential media companies in the world, is mainly
associated with family friendly movies, meant to entertain children and their parents alike. A closer look at
the animated movies, however, reveal stereotypical as well as outright racist and sexist depictions of African
Americans (Dumbo), Arabs (Aladdin), and women (e.g. Snow White, The Little Mermaid, Mulan). The
company has also been criticized for its unsavory business practices including aggressive negotiation tactics
with theater chains and acquisition of other media companies. These are only a few of the "dark sides” of
the Walt Disney Company that this course will focus on. We will have a critical look at several Disney movies
from different decades and critically discuss the way they represent issues such as race and gender and
how they spread a still dominantly white, middle-class, protestant heterosexual ideology. Be prepared to be
disenchanted.

Political satire boasts a long, rich tradition in American history. In this seminar, we will trace the origins of
this enduring humoristic custom and discuss how it has evolved from the Revolutionary Era to the present.
How has satire been employed to comment on and engage with crucial moments in American politics? What
role do parody, irony, and caricature play in criticizing political institutions and doctrines? We will parse
exemplary texts from the 18th to the 21st centuries, e.g. by Benjamin Franklin, Mark Twain, Walt Kelly,
Samantha Bee, and Amber Ruffin, among others. We will follow and pay particular analytical attention to the
events surrounding Tuesday, 03 November 2020 and what types of satirical commentary they give rise to in
contemporary media.

A reader will be provided at the beginning of the semester. We will add up-to-date readings throughout the
course of the seminar.

The horror genre is undergoing an unprecedented boom in writing, cinema, and television. But without
Stephen King the horror genre would probably not be the same. The American horror-fiction writer has
entered history as the “King of Horror”. Since more than forty years, the 72-year-old King writes about two-
thousand words per day, he has published about 63 novels including seven under the pen name Richard
Bachman, wrote five non-fiction books and over 200 short stories. King once called himself the “literary
equivalent to a Big Mac and fries” because his horror stories made him become one of the most-consumed
and commercially successful authors of our time. Many of his stories transcend the genre by channeling
cultural fears, transforming small-town America into isolated communities which are threatened by an evil
force that has already been lurking underneath people’s attention.

Stephen King is the doorway to America’s subconscious which many filmmakers have attempted to infuse
into their filmic adaptations. Looking only at the past three years, King’s 1986 novel It was resurrected by
director André Muschietti to become horror's biggest box-office successes in film history. But also the
remake of Pet Sematary (2018) and The Shining sequel Doctor Sleep (2019) were highly acclaimed by
critics and audiences. In order to grasp the richness of King’s reception, the seminar will be fully dedicated
to a small selection of film adaptations from King’s horror ceuvre. We will critically examine how different
generations of film directors approached King’s blood-soaked visions in, for example, Brian De Palma’s and
Kimberly Peirce’s Carrie (1976 & 2013).

The seminar will be dedicated to the close reading of poems related to the subject of nature, inclusive of that
growing corpus of ‘nature poetry’ reflecting the shift of focus from Nature to the Earth, the environment, and
their despoiling. A poet's views of, and experience of, nature (themselves likely to be influenced by their
politics, gender, race, ethnicity and so forth) will translate into the form of their ‘nature poems,’ the form
simultaneously feeding back onto the content. Complementarily, we will explore Angus Fletcher’s proposition
of the poem as environment (surroundings), and keeping in mind the culture-specific dimension of this
course, we will test Jed Rasula’s notion of American poetry as a compost that evolved widespread
environmental awareness. The poets discussed will include such luminaries as Walt Whitman, Emily
Dickinson, Elizabeth Bishop, W.S. Merwin, or Gary Snyder, but also lesser-known names, among them
Lorine Niedecker, Thomas McGrath, Ed Roberson, John Wieners, Philip Whalen, Chuck Miller, Merrill
Gilfillan, and Eleni Sikelianos.

A reader (including poems and theory) will be provided at the start of the semester.

Between the 1910s and 1940s, Ernst Lubitsch directed nearly 80 films. First gaining fame in Germany as an
actor and director of farces, Lubitsch soon turned exclusively to directing, developing the ineffable “Lubitsch
touch” in a series of wry, sophisticated romantic comedies and period films. First among the major filmmakers
of Weimar Germany to bring his talents to Hollywood, Lubitsch began working in the United States in 1922.
This course will look at Lubitsch as a popular German comedian who got his start working with famed stage
director Max Reinhardt, as a renowned director of international fame, as the best-known director of
“Continental” comedies, and as a German-Jewish exile during the years of Nazi rule in Germany.
