Linguistics is the study of both language and languages - that is, the object of study can be human language 
in general, and an individual language like English, respectively or in conjunction. As every participant in this 
class will be a competent language user, our conscious or implicit knowledge of language will form a starting 
point, from which we will depart to the various levels of linguistic description. These will be introduced in a 
survey spanning two semesters. Linguistics I will include : 
 
 - phonetics (the study of the sounds of language) 
 - phonology (the study of the sound system of a language) 
 - morphology (the formal analysis of words and word forms) 
 - syntax (the study of sentences and of the rules by which they are formed) 
 
Linguistics II will follow in the summer, and will include: 
 
 - semantics (the study of meaning - both of words and sentences) 

- pragmatics (the study of utterances and their meaning). 
 
As human language is a means of communication, some non-linguistic (or extralinguistic) circumstances of 
language use and their influence on language will also be introduced and discussed whenever an opportunity 
presents itself. 
 
Credits will be awarded on the basis of a “portfolio”, which will include: 
a) a mid-term written test on phonetics and phonology; 
b) an end-of-term written test on morphology and syntax; 
c) further written and/or oral contributions in Linguistics II. 
 
Each class will be accompanied by a tutorial (one hour per week), if funds are available.

The earliest English texts date back to around 700 - and their language is extremely different from the English 
language as we know it. And even if we consider a text from the end of the 14th century, we will find it more 
recognizable, but still far from easily readable. Shakespeare's works seem to offer a safe footing - but why 
are the sisters in Macbeth weird, and why couldn't Shakespeare find correct rhymes, at least some of the 
time? Then again, Shakespeare's language is markedly different from 14th century English, and even more 
so from the earliest texts. The explanation to all this lies in the fact that English is a language, and languages 
are forever subject to change, be it in pronunciation, vocabulary, or syntax. We will outline some of the major 
changes which have affected the English language over its long history, and which have contributed to its 
present shape. In the process, we will consider some basics about historical linguistics, i.e. the description 
and explanation of language change. This will involve the search for causes of linguistic change, which may 
be found inside language itself, but also in the cultural circumstances in which languages are embedded. 
Credits will be given for regular attendance, submitting a series of exercises, and the end-of-term written 
test.

The label "Cognitive Linguistics" has been given to an approach to the study of language that began in the 
1970s and has become more and more fruitful since the 1980s. Most of the research has focused on 
semantics, but morphology and syntax also figure significantly, plus other linguistic areas like language 
acquisition, phonology, and historical linguistics.  
There are three major hypotheses which guide the cognitive approach to language (Croft, Cruse 2004: 1):  
- language is not an autonomous cognitive faculty, but depends on and is embedded in our general cognitive 
faculties;  
- grammar is conceptualization, i.e. linguistic structures are closely connected to our non-linguistic concepts 
of the world; for instance, syntactic functions like subject and objects mirror the participants in an event that 
we witness.  
- knowledge of language emerges from language use; in effect, this means that we are not genetically 
equipped with an abstract and universal grammar which only needs input from the language which we are 
exposed to as children, but that the language acquisition process is closely connected to pairings of non-
linguistic situations with linguistic expressions which we encounter at an early age. 
In this seminar, we will focus on different topics related to the domain of cognitive linguistics, such as the 
study of metaphor and metonymy, “prototypical” meanings and their extensions, and the cognitive 
approaches to grammar. On the basis of the theoretical framework, we will also look at the impact of cognitive 
linguistics on EFL teaching.

Like its lexical equivalents in several European languages, the term ‘translation’ denotes both the process 
and the results. In this course, we will be chiefly concerned with the former without, however, ignoring the 
latter. Translating has – since the Tower of Babel – been an indispensable form of human speech and 
writing, and it is, therefore, not surprising that translation theory, or rather theories, have been around since 
classical antiquity. Traditional translation theories were largely literature-oriented, and it was only in the 20th 
century that the linguistic features of translation began to be examined. We will briefly look at traditional 
translation theories before delving into modern approaches. Needless to say, the spin-off for various 
linguistic disciplines and also – dare it be said – for language teaching will likewise be addressed. 
Participants will be given background material to study and practical assignments to analyse not only source 
language texts with regard to translation problems, but also various completed and published target 
language translations.

The label "Cognitive Linguistics" has been given to an approach to the study of language that began in the 
1970s and has become more and more fruitful since the 1980s. Most of the research has focused on 
semantics, but morphology and syntax also figure significantly, plus other linguistic areas like language 
acquisition, phonology, and historical linguistics.  
There are three major hypotheses which guide the cognitive approach to language (Croft, Cruse 2004: 1):  
- language is not an autonomous cognitive faculty, but depends on and is embedded in our general cognitive 
faculties;  
- grammar is conceptualization, i.e. linguistic structures are closely connected to our non-linguistic concepts 
of the world; for instance, syntactic functions like subject and objects mirror the participants in an event that 
we witness.  
- knowledge of language emerges from language use; in effect, this means that we are not genetically 
equipped with an abstract and universal grammar which only needs input from the language which we are 
exposed to as children, but that the language acquisition process is closely connected to pairings of non-
linguistic situations with linguistic expressions which we encounter at an early age. 
In this seminar, we will focus on different topics related to the domain of cognitive linguistics, such as the 
study of metaphor and metonymy, “prototypical” meanings and their extensions, and the cognitive 
approaches to grammar. On the basis of the theoretical framework, we will also look at the impact of cognitive 
linguistics on EFL teaching.

The seminar looks at how some films and other media texts  present various types of conundrums which 
challenge the viewer to make sense of the world she has been plunged into and which disrupt the usual 
soothing, immersive experience provided by standard Hollywood fare.

In this class we will explore how intercultural topics – based on texts and media such as film, art and music 
- can inspire EFL students in different contexts of teaching and learning to develop their intercultural 
communicative competence and their functional language competences and grammatical and lexical 
subskills/subcompetences.  
 
At the beginning we will briefly review the concept of intercultural communicative competence, the most 
important issues in Text- and Literaturdidaktik and we will get an overview of the methodology of teaching 
texts, grammar and vocabulary. Based on these theoretical insights, we will develop a prototypical example 
of a teaching sequence that centers on a topic and we will highlight the idea of competence orientation in 
the EFL classroom. Eventually, every student – in groups, pairs or by individually – will select a topic, i.e. a 
text on a topic, or a short story, or an extract from a film, or a work of art, or a piece of music, and develop a 
teaching sequence where a focus on content goes together with language learning.  
 
Set texts for our theoretical work will be provided in the EWS platform of the university. Every participant is 
expected to read the theoretical texts, take part in the development of the prototypical  teaching sequence, 
and create a specific teaching sequence, as indicated above.

Analyzing and interpreting different kinds of media is essential in the English language classroom of 
Sekundarstufe II and a mandatory part of any class test or exam; students are expected to be skilled in that 
province. At the same time, the focus of English teaching has shifted from the media itself to various new 
methods of teaching. However, a considerable number of assistant teachers and even qualified teachers 
seem to struggle with these basic skills and depend on educational publishing companies to supply them 
with everything they need. Relying on this aid is becoming more and more difficult as modern classrooms 
require modern teaching materials that have to be processed by teachers themselves, especially with regard 
to the demands of the Zentralabitur. Thus, this class focuses on the analysis and interpretation of different 
media (film, fictional and non-fictional texts, advertisements, etc.), research, and development, assessment 
and correction of class tests and written or oral exams.

Orphans have always been granted a special place in literature. Commonly, literary texts use parentless 
young characters in order to investigate how an individual can find a place and mature in a community while 
lacking close family bonds. In other words, orphan characters shed a light on the workings of a specific 
society at a certain time; their function is to fathom the stability of the moral foundations a community believes 
it firmly rests upon.  
 
In the seminar, we will read four novels from different periods in order check how they reflect their own 
contexts via their orphan characters: Charles Dickens' Oliver Twist (1837-39), Rudyard Kipling's Kim (1900-
1901), Ian McEwan's The Cement Garden (1978) and Kazuo Ishiguro's Never Let Me Go (2005).

Audre Lorde, the African American poet and activist who famously describes herself as a “black, lesbian, 
mother, warrior, poet,” chose “Poetry is not a Luxury” as the title of one of the essays arguing for the necessity 
of poetry for expressing the specificities of African-American women’s realities and sensibilities. Audre 
Lorde’s self-identification and work teaches us that poetry can be/is political. This is especially true for those 
at the ‘margin’ of society and the ‘imagined’ nation-state, such as African-American women in the 1960s 
America. While the margin is a starting point for analysis of the imagined center and secure, gendered 
metaphors are often used to create it. Poetry then is only one site to look at these complex practices. 
 
In this seminar, we will be looking at a variety of poems, poetesses, poetry movements and topics that 
connect collectivities and the political, such as national identities and issues, with gender and other sites of 
difference. They will come from outside and inside the United States, include male and female poets, and 
will span from ‘America’s first female poet’, Anne Bradstreet, to slam poetry. 
 
The reading list will include authors such as Meena Alexander, Julia Alvarez, Maya Angelou, Elizabeth

There are few figures that are an object of such fascination and fear in the popular imagination as the Devil 
himself, and few tales about the Devil have had as great an influence on the popular perception of this 
manifestation of evil as the tale of Faust and his bargain. In this seminar, we will explore the roots of this 
story and its iterations in European and particularly German literature in order to explore how this legend 
has found its place within a specifically American context. We will examine the role that representations of 
the Devil and his temptations have played in American culture from the earliest colonization of the New 
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World to the present day, utilizing everything from primary sources and letters dealing with the Devil and his 
temptations to the short stories of American literary figures such as Irving, Benét and Poe (among others) to 
Devil's bargains in contemporary popular culture, noting the differences in the qualities ascribed to the devil 
and in the terms of his bargains across the various iterations.

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In our highly visualized world, media literacy is a key skill. Disney movies are mainly associated with innocent 
family entertainment and are thus considered “safe” for children. However, at closer scrutiny, Disney films 
combine enchanting narratives with underlying messages concerning race, class, and gender. By retelling 
classical fairy tales according to their formula, character traits such as strength and weakness, activity and 
passivity are positioned along traditional gender lines as well as Orientalist ideologies about ’the other.’ In 
this way, a white, heteronormative, protestant, middle-class understanding of the world is spread among 
children all around the world.  
This course will critically analyze animated Disney movies from different decades, discussing their  
representation of race, class, and gender in the historical and political context of the film. Furthermore, we 
will apply different theories from the field of post-colonialism, eco-criticism, and postmodernism to Disney 
films, thus further critically investigating and challenging Disney’s perception of the world.

When the podcast Serial about the murder of a teenage girl debuted in the fall of 2014, commentators were 
astonished by the series’ immediate success. The true-crime story narrated by journalist Sarah Koenig 
quickly developed a large following, with some listeners venturing their personal theories about the killing 
that took place in Baltimore in 1999. While the widespread allure of a murder mystery in itself is hardly 
surprising considering the plethora of current television procedurals, the online response to Serial has 
uncovered another facet of the genre’s popularity. Audience members have become detectives themselves, 
utilizing the tools and information accessible online to conduct their own investigations. This phenomenon 
speaks to the cultural fascination with the whodunit and its main protagonist, who frequently presents the 
most compelling enigmatic element of the mystery – the detective. 
In this course, we will examine the longstanding appeal of the detective story in American popular culture. 
By drawing on a variety of texts from different media, we will analyze the cultural potency of the American 
crime genre. How are issues of gender, race, ethnicity, regionalism, urbanity, and ruralism, among others, 
negotiated within the construct of the detective narrative? We will, for instance, dissect Skinwalkers, an 
audio-visual adaptation of Tony Hillerman’s crime novel revolving around a murder committed on the Navajo 
Nation. Directed by Native American filmmaker Chris Eyre as part of PBS’ Mystery! series, the film employs 
the framework of the crime genre to thematize questions of Navajo ethnic identity in the contemporary United 
States. The width of our “cases” will range from texts by William Faulkner and Raymond Chandler to 
television’s Veronica Mars and the comic book iZOMBIE. Edgar Allan Poe, often heralded as the inventor of 
English-language detective fiction in the mid-nineteenth century, and his short stories will provide the starting 
point for our investigation. We will move from Poe’s fictional detective Auguste Dupin to Sarah Linden, the 
homicide investigator at the center of TV’s The Killing, in an attempt to discover clues about the involvement 
and role of the detective figure in the American imagination.
