Linguistics is the study of both language and languages - that is, the object of study can be human 
language in general, and an individual language like English, respectively or in conjunction. As every 
participant in this class will be a competent language user, our conscious or implicit knowledge of 
language will form a starting point, from which we will depart to the various levels of linguistic 
description. These will be introduced in a survey spanning two semesters. Linguistics I will include:  

• phonetics (the study of the sounds of language) 

• phonology (the study of the sound system of a language) 

• morphology (the formal analysis of words and word forms) 

• syntax (the study of sentences and of the rules by which they are formed). 
 
Linguistics II will follow in the summer, and will include:  

• semantics (the study of meaning - both of words and sentences) 

• pragmatics (the study of utterances and their meaning). 

• Language variation 
As human language is a means of communication, some non-linguistic (or extralinguistic) circum-
stances of language use and their influence on language will also be introduced and discussed when-
ever an opportunity presents itself.

This course will build on the knowledge and skills acquired in Linguistics I. We will start out from a 
detailed description of the acoustic qualities of speech sounds, i.e. articulatory and acoustic 
phonetics. Here, a strong focus will be placed on practical work like the computerized analysis of 
speech sounds. 
We will then move on to the classification of sounds, distinctive feature analysis, and feature 
geometry. The course will close with a look at suprasegmental phonology, thus at prosody, and the 
syllable, its structure, organizing principles, and constraints.

At the end of this course, students should be able to: have an under-
standing of the nature of grammatical relations e.g. subject and object and semantic functions such 
as agent and patient; show how grammatical relations in English can be encoded; understand the 
structural characteristics of phrases and clauses. Reading material and references will be 
announced at the first session of the semester.

Discourse analysis has been taken up in a variety of social science disciplines. In this course we will 
focus on the linguistic aspects of discourse, which - in its most basic definition - consists of linguistic 
structures larger than sentences. Several approaches to describe the nature of these structures, as 
well as the coherence and cohesion between and within these structures, will be discussed. Thus, we 
will deal with concepts like information units, foreground/ background, theme/ rheme organization, 
information flow, and discourse topics. Students will have the opportunity to practice the methods of 
discourse analysis on discourses in fields such as medicine and the law.

Even though the English language has no official status in Germany in general, and in the Ruhr 
Valley in particular, it has a very strong presence. We find it in institutions such as at university, in 
schools, in business communication, in private life, but also in social life. And not only is English 
used in communication with native speakers of English but increasingly so also with speakers of 
other languages, and in everyday speech amongst speakers of German.

(1960), Pierrot le fou (1965)). Work expected includes taking part in a presentation and a 2000-word 
written essay.

This course covers several areas, e.g. vocabulary, semantics, collocations, grammar, (morpho-
logy and syntax), contrastive linguistics and stylistics. In addition to the traditional four skills: reading, 
listening, speaking, writing, translation constitutes a fifth skill which is not to be underestimated. This 
skill can only be acquired by practising translation over a long period of time. 
 
These classes will run parallel: it would not, therefore, be sensible to attend more than one. Students 
attending any of these classes will be expected to prepare texts in advance of each session and 
to hand in work for marking. Students are required to have four translation assignments accepted 
(i.e. with pass grades) in the course of the semester to gain the credit points for this course.

In this class we will familiarize ourselves with the theories of second language acquisition and 

learning and investigate their relevance for EFL teaching and learning.  

First of all, we will deal with the role of input, output and interaction and ask ourselves how the 

insights gained from the respective studies can help us in planning EFL lessons. Furthermore, we 

will have a close look at several concepts of stages of development so as to find out if and in which 

way teaching has to follow the course of second language acquisition. In this context we will focus 

both on theories that are based on innate concepts and on the idea of teachability and learnability 

(Pienemann/Kessler). Moreover, we will try to figure out what studies that investigate “the good 

learner” can tell us about the reasons why some EFL learners achieve higher results than others. 

This implies that we will get involved in the research on learners and their different learning styles. 

If you are interested we can also include the topic of the bilingual learner.   

A special project of the class will be an investigation of the role of errors. We will analyze errors and 

their possible causes. Also we will read the novel Coming of Age by Lorri Hewett where large parts 

are written in Black English.  Here we will ask ourselves if it makes sense to confront EFL learners 

with varieties of English that are written in non-standard English. We will analyze our own responses 

to the text passages written in non-standard English and reflect on the pros and cons of using so-

called “wrong” English for teaching and learning purposes. 

Publications and extracts from publications will be made available. To prepare the class you can 

read “How Languages Are Learned” by Lightbown & Spada.

The term is often used in the study of 
foreign language teaching but it may not always be understood or used with its original intention. 
This course will review Fachdidaktik literature in order to define a pedagogical task, understand 
TBLL’s theoretical, philosophical, and historical foundations, and finally to apply this understanding 
to create “task-based” or “task-supported” lessons and units.  
Some key questions explored in this course include:  
• What is the difference between task-based and task-supported language learning and teaching? 
• What teaching goals including various competences can be achieved through tasks? 
• What role does grammar acquisition or language form have within a meaning-focused task? 
• How can teachers adapt textbook exercises and activities in order to create tasks? 
• How can teachers create tasks that support authentic or real-world language needs? 
In addition to course readings posted on Moodle, students taking this course will be required to 
purchase the book Teaching English: Task-Supported Language Learning from Müller-Hartmann 
and Schocker-von Ditfurth.

While dyslexia impacts on reading and writing skills and on general academic performance, it also 
affects second language learning. Language teacher training programmes rarely focus on the 
preparation of future language teachers for work with dyslexic students. This course aims to fill 
that gap.  
The key preliminary theoretical questions that we will be exploring on the course are: 

• What is dyslexia? 

• How does it impact on the learning of a second language? 

• How does the orthographical transparency or opacity of a particular language compound 
the difficulty for both first and second language learners? 
The course will then proceed to investigate different ways of identifying dyslexia, using both 
software and pen and paper testing, followed by insights into how to: 

• Prepare an individual learning plan to address the identified specific learning differences. 

• Facilitate the development of phonological and orthographical awareness. 

• Meet the needs of dyslexic learners in group-class situations by employing multimodal and 
multisensory tasks and harnessing modern technological apps.

In this class we will familiarize ourselves with the theories of second language acquisition and 

learning and investigate their relevance for EFL teaching and learning.  

First of all, we will deal with the role of input, output and interaction and ask ourselves how the 

insights gained from the respective studies can help us in planning EFL lessons. Furthermore, we 

will have a close look at several concepts of stages of development so as to find out if and in which 

way teaching has to follow the course of second language acquisition. In this context we will focus 

both on theories that are based on innate concepts and on the idea of teachability and learnability 

(Pienemann/Kessler). Moreover, we will try to figure out what studies that investigate “the good 

learner” can tell us about the reasons why some EFL learners achieve higher results than others. 

This implies that we will get involved in the research on learners and their different learning styles. 

If you are interested we can also include the topic of the bilingual learner.   

A special project of the class will be an investigation of the role of errors. We will analyze errors and 

their possible causes. Also we will read the novel Coming of Age by Lorri Hewett where large parts 

are written in Black English.  Here we will ask ourselves if it makes sense to confront EFL learners 

with varieties of English that are written in non-standard English. We will analyze our own responses 

to the text passages written in non-standard English and reflect on the pros and cons of using so-

called “wrong” English for teaching and learning purposes. 

Publications and extracts from publications will be made available. To prepare the class you can 

read “How Languages Are Learned” by Lightbown & Spada.

What is a “task” as used in the foreign language classroom? The term is often used in the study of 
foreign language teaching but it may not always be understood or used with its original intention. 
This course will review Fachdidaktik literature in order to define a pedagogical task, understand 
TBLL’s theoretical, philosophical, and historical foundations, and finally to apply this understanding 
to create “task-based” or “task-supported” lessons and units.  
Some key questions explored in this course include: 
• What is the difference between task-based and task-supported language learning and teaching? 
• What teaching goals including various competences can be achieved through tasks? 
• What role does grammar acquisition or language form have within a meaning-focused task? 
• How can teachers adapt textbook exercises and activities in order to create tasks? 
• How can teachers create tasks that support authentic or real-world language needs?

The turn from the Nineteenth to the Twentieth century was a period marked by profound social 
changes which created anxieties, uncertainties and fear and led to an apocalyptic mood. Strong 
emotions like these were clearly mirrored in contemporary artistic life. Characterized by movements 
such as “decadence,” “l‘art pour l’art” or “expressionism,” the age produced some of the most 
prominent artists. They were dealing with the past through creating new forms of expression in 
literature, music and the arts.  
In this seminar we will turn primarily to English literature and the theatre. We will be exploring the 
works of authors who aspired to new artistic horizons: by breaking taboos, creating new narrative 
techniques such as the “stream of consciousness,” or offering new concepts of femininity by 
constructing new types of female figures like the “femme fatale.”  
 
Participants are kindly asked to read the following texts prior to the first session:

The Renaissance in England was deeply influenced and shaped through such major impulses and 
heterogeneous forces as Christian humanism, the Reformation and the exploration of geographi-
cally newly discovered regions of the world.

The field of studies is Childhood Studies. We will study the primary texts in order to critically asses 
the contribution of the women writers to the discourses of childhood and autobiography. Special 
emphasis will be placed on the interaction between the image of the child (especially of girls), 
conceptions of childhood/girlhood, and narrative transmission/the literary mode of presentation. 
Apart from literary studies, we will refer to other discourses, such as educational theory, pedagogy, 
psychology, didactics, sociology, medicine, religion, philosophy, and history of art.  
 
This will lead to a more differentiated assessment of the nineteenth century at large, which comple-
ments and modifies the evidence conveyed through other forms of narrative discourse, e.g. male 
and female fiction. Additionally, the multiple connections between the historical phenomena studied 
in the seminar and the current debates about children, family, upbringing, education, schooling, 
reading etc. will become evident.

A metafictional text is one that draws attention to its own fictionality. Metafictionality is widespread 
in modern novels, films, drama and other art forms. In the case of drama the term "metadrama" is 
also used to refer to this phenomenon. Various techniques can be used to highlight the fictionality 
of drama including: the play-within–a play, comments directly addressed to the audience, and 
blurrings of different narrative and textual spaces (metalepsis). Familiarity with metafictional 
techniques in drama will be of use in a wide range of literary and cultural study contexts.  
 
Students are encouraged to form groups to specialise in, and present a play. All forms of examina-
tions will be available, including written exams and short papers as well as projects. Students should 
try to read the primary texts before the start of term.

“It was the pioneers of sentimentalism who themselves showed that the women of sensibility and 
the men of feeling were made ill by all that they were able to feel [… ] – an illness that was also a 
privilege.”  
(Mullan, Sentimental Novels 247f.)  
 
Towards the end of the 18th century, nothing was of greater interest among the general public in 
Britain than a person’s nervous condition. Inspired by both alarming suicide rates and innovative 
outlooks on mental illnesses, Romantic writers presented a new understanding of psychological 
illnesses to defy Enlightenment ideas and the rule of reason. However, the state and delicacy of 
one’s nerves was more often than not connected to social status. As a result, the idea of using 
sensibility to display society’s flaws was distorted by a focus on suffering upper-class heroines – 
and heroes, astonishingly – rather than on pressing social injustices. It is hardly surprising that a 
literal Cult of Sensibility was unleashed by the idea that a display of delicate nerves confirms social 
class and universal benevolence. Consequently, the Cult of Sensibility did not make it any easier 
for 18th-century women and lower-class individuals to gain access to public spheres.  
 
This class will examine the medical foundations as well as the literary and philosophical 
representations of the Cult of Sensibility in 18th- and early 19th-century Britain. We will study texts 
regarding their depictions of sensibility and connect these to issues of gender and class. Light will 
be shed on the representation of men and women in the nervous discourse and the difficulties of 
finding one’s place in society in light of a Cult of Sensibility will be investigated.

The advent of 'modernity' is closely connected to the establishment of a capitalist market society. 
With The Wealth of Nations (1776), the Scotsman Adam Smith offered a highly influential text that 
might be considered to be something like the founding document of Western capitalism. At the very 
least, Smith's bulky tome serves as an indicator of Britain's leading role in instituting a new social 
and world order characterised by technological progress, global trade, the division of labour, and 
the 'invisible hand' of the free market. Unsurprisingly, therefore, the leading critics of capitalism in 
the 19th century, Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels, again and again referred to the situation in Britain 
to illustrate and support their arguments.  
In the seminar, we will have a look at the origins of modern (anti-)capitalist thinking in the 18th and 
19th centuries and hence get familiar with the historical becoming of 'ideological' and 'material' 
concepts that still shape our own market-oriented consumer societies today. On the one hand, this 
will be done by considering a selection of economic key texts, by the likes of Adam Smith, David 
Ricardo, Friedrich Engels, and Karl Marx. On the other hand, we will examine key historical events 
and processes during this time: the 'industrial revolution', the coming into being of the working class, 
reform movements etc.  
 
Please be aware that this is a theory-heavy seminar: be prepared to read a number of texts that are 
challenging not only because they try to get a grip on complex social processes and economic 
mechanisms but also because they can only be understood if placed within their historical contexts. 
 
This seminar is particularly, but of course not exclusively, suited for students of Angewandte 
Literatur- und Kulturwissenschaften. 
 
The texts will be made available in a reader, via Moodle, or the library (Semesterapparat). In case 
I require you to purchase specific scholarly editions of one or more of them, I will inform you in the 
first session.

The Italian Marxist theorist Antonio Gramsci (1891-1937) laid out a concept of cultural hegemony 
that considers power relations as an ongoing process of negotiation between the ruling and the 
subaltern classes. Hegemony is a multi-faceted concept that allows for the analysis of power under 
cultural, material, economic and political aspects. By emphasising moments of conflict, agency and 
transformation, Gramsci’s theory of hegemony has been a fundamental influence on British Cultural 
Studies theorists such as Stuart Hall, Raymond Williams, E.P. Thompson, Dick Hebdige and David 
Morley.  
 
In this class, we will discuss the concept of hegemony as a tool for cultural and political analysis 
and its impact on British Cultural Studies and beyond. Apart from reading Gramsci’s texts and their 
application in British Cultural Studies, we will read texts by such thinkers as Michel Foucault, Ernesto 
Laclau and Judith Butler. In addition, we will discuss how the concept of hegemony helps in the 
analysis of cultural phenomena, political conjunctures, youth subcultures, class relations, gender 
politics and racism. 
 
Please note that this seminar is a very theory-heavy one. A keen interest in and willingness to read 
dense theoretical texts is expected. 
 
This course is also particularly recommended for students of the degree course Angewandte 
Literatur- und Kulturwissenschaft.

The Victorian Era (1837-1901) is regarded by many as one of the most impressive, but also as one 
of the most contradictory eras of the past three hundred years. In terms of the reorganization of 
social classes, gender relations, imperial politics, technological innovations etc., the reign of Queen 
Victoria saw a number of seminal debates and groundbreaking developments which still have 
influence on the United Kingdom and its relationship with the rest of the world today. 
This seminar suggests an approach which Cultural Studies (despite its dogma that anything can be 
a 'text') often neglects: reading cultures and reading historical epochs through their buildings. From 
the neo-Gothic Palace of Westminster (which markedly differs from neo-Classical parliament 
buildings in so many rivalling nations) or the Crystal Palace (built for the World Exhibition in 1851) 
to the myriad of factories, train stations, public houses or football stadiums, Victorian buildings are 
intricately connected to the era which built them.

The Renaissance in England was deeply influenced and shaped through such major impulses and 
heterogeneous forces as Christian humanism, the Reformation and the exploration of geographi-
cally newly discovered regions of the world. Apart from sharing certain features with the Italian 
Renaissance, the English Renaissance expressed itself individually in political, religious, philoso-
phical, social and artistic terms.  
 
The seminar focuses on one of its important integral elements: Christian humanism. It explores the 
fundamental ideas of this intellectual movement such as the Renaissance ideal of man and society, 
education and identity formation (masculinity and femininity in early modernity), the role and the 
functions of a monarch/ruler, the ethic, moral and didactic potential of literature. 
 
These ideas are studied and discussed on the basis of five exemplary and highly influential works 
that started a whole paradigm of treatises on education and of Utopian and Dystopian writing in 
England as well as world-wide. Among them are two works of Italian origin, in fact masterpieces of 
world literature, which are included in the discussion in order to understand the intercultural interface 
of European literature of the time.

For centuries, children and childhood have been variously – and very controversially – discussed: 
childhood is obviously time-, culture- and gender-bound. The course investigates the (re-)con-
struction of childhood within Nineteenth-century adult non-fiction – more specifically, in Victorian 
women’s autobiographies. The textual basis for this is Valerie Sanders’s representative work 
Records of Girlhood: An Anthology of Nineteenth-Century Women’s Childhood.  
 
In the course, childhood will be explored as a major key to central issues of a whole age and culture. 
The field of studies is Childhood Studies. We will study the primary texts in order to critically asses 
the contribution of the women writers to the discourses of childhood and autobiography. Special 
emphasis will be placed on the interaction between the image of the child (especially of girls), 
conceptions of childhood/girlhood, and narrative transmission/the literary mode of presentation. 
Apart from literary studies, we will refer to other discourses, such as educational theory, pedagogy, 
psychology, didactics, sociology, medicine, religion, philosophy, and history of art.  
 
This will lead to a more differentiated assessment of the nineteenth century at large, which comple-
ments and modifies the evidence conveyed through other forms of narrative discourse, e.g. male 
and female fiction. Additionally, the multiple connections between the historical phenomena studied 
in the seminar and the current debates about children, family, upbringing, education, schooling, 
reading etc. will become evident.

The advent of 'modernity' is closely connected to the establishment of a capitalist market society. 
With The Wealth of Nations (1776), the Scotsman Adam Smith offered a highly influential text that 
might be considered to be something like the founding document of Western capitalism. At the very 
least, Smith's bulky tome serves as an indicator of Britain's leading role in instituting a new social 
and world order characterised by technological progress, global trade, the division of labour, and 
the 'invisible hand' of the free market. Unsurprisingly, therefore, the leading critics of capitalism in 



the 19th century, Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels, again and again referred to the situation in Britain 
to illustrate and support their arguments.  
In the seminar, we will have a look at the origins of modern (anti-)capitalist thinking in the 18th and 
19th centuries and hence get familiar with the historical becoming of 'ideological' and 'material' 
concepts that still shape our own market-oriented consumer societies today. On the one hand, this 
will be done by considering a selection of economic key texts, by the likes of Adam Smith, David 
Ricardo, Friedrich Engels, and Karl Marx. On the other hand, we will examine key historical events 
and processes during this time: the 'industrial revolution', the coming into being of the working class, 
reform movements etc.  
 
Please be aware that this is a theory-heavy seminar: be prepared to read a number of texts that are 
challenging not only because they try to get a grip on complex social processes and economic 
mechanisms but also because they can only be understood if placed within their historical contexts. 
 
This seminar is particularly, but of course not exclusively, suited for students of Angewandte 
Literatur- und Kulturwissenschaften. 
 
The texts will be made available in a reader, via Moodle, or the library (Semesterapparat). In case 
I require you to purchase specific scholarly editions of one or more of them, I will inform you in the 
first session.

The Italian Marxist theorist Antonio Gramsci (1891-1937) laid out a concept of cultural hegemony 
that considers power relations as an ongoing process of negotiation between the ruling and the 
subaltern classes. Hegemony is a multi-faceted concept that allows for the analysis of power under 
cultural, material, economic and political aspects. By emphasising moments of conflict, agency and 
transformation, Gramsci’s theory of hegemony has been a fundamental influence on British Cultural 
Studies theorists such as Stuart Hall, Raymond Williams, E.P. Thompson, Dick Hebdige and David 
Morley.  
 
In this class, we will discuss the concept of hegemony as a tool for cultural and political analysis 
and its impact on British Cultural Studies and beyond. Apart from reading Gramsci’s texts and their 
application in British Cultural Studies, we will read texts by such thinkers as Michel Foucault, Ernesto 
Laclau and Judith Butler. In addition, we will discuss how the concept of hegemony helps in the 
analysis of cultural phenomena, political conjunctures, youth subcultures, class relations, gender 
politics and racism. 
 
Please note that this seminar is a very theory-heavy one. A keen interest in and willingness to read 
dense theoretical texts is expected. 
 
This course is also particularly recommended for students of the degree course Angewandte 
Literatur- und Kulturwissenschaft.

From 
the neo-Gothic Palace of Westminster (which markedly differs from neo-Classical parliament 
buildings in many rivalling nations) or the Crystal Palace (built for the World Exhibition in 1851) to 
the myriad of factories, train stations, public houses or football stadiums, Victorian buildings are 
intricately connected to the era which built them.

Humankind shares one feature: we were all born by a woman, our (biological) mother. There can 
be no humankind without motherhood. In our society, mothers have not only been understood as 
essential to the existence of humankind, but also as innately loving and caring individuals, universal 
and irreplaceable in their role towards their child(ren). However, the understanding of “mother” in 
Western societies is not merely defined by its biological features; our perceptions of “mother” and 
“motherhood are oftentimes cultural constructs. 
Questions we will try to answer in this class are: How has motherhood as a concept been culturally 
constructed? Is there a universal, “natural” way of being a mother? What does “motherhood” as a 
cultural construct entail? Have conventional attributions to mothers been limiting, maybe even 
oppressive? How does society treat women who choose not to become mothers? 
In this class, we will look at the concept of motherhood from different angles: traditional views and 
understandings of motherhood on the one hand and critical perspectives by, for example, Simone 
de Beauvoir, on the other.

What’s new on the gay agenda?  
Following the Supreme Court decision to legalize same sex marriage in the US in 2015, the nation’s 
openness towards sexual identity and queer visibility increased significantly. Yet how is it that the 
representation of gay, lesbian, bisexual or trans characters in pop culture remains a widely 
discussed issue? Is the growing acceptance really at stake under the Trump presidency in 2017?  
This seminar will offer a comprehensive overview of the last two decades of queer culture in the 
U.S., accompanied by a theoretical survey on gay rights then and now. From Pride Parades to 
‘queerbaiting’, we will discuss important concepts and investigate cultural expressions of the 
LGBTQ* community, such as their influence on TV shows or social media and appearance in 
literature or art.  
Topics on the lineup reach from the portrayal of coming out by entertainment media and ways of 
celebrating queer culture in contemporary fiction, to social media movements that challenge the 
continuing dominance of heteronormativity (hint: #LoveWins, #NOH8, #weareorlando, 
#bornthisway, you name it!). We will reflect on heated debates over sexual identity as a public 
controversy in the US, banning and censoring of homosexual characters and storylines, and the 
impact of acts of violence on both the safety and visibility of the community.  
Since we will dip into various genres when looking at the representation of ‘the queer’ in popular 
culture, the seminar offers multiple possibilities to work on creative projects.  
Our classroom will be a safe space for students to discuss as well as an open stage to exchange 
ideas on diversification and free speech.

Is their work literature in its own right or 
simply songs?  
In this seminar, we will look into the life and work of both artists. We will read their poetry as well as 
their prose texts, such as some of the novels by Cohen, listen to the songs and look into their 
biographies and autobiographies. Their lives will play an important part of the course, not as 
positivistic biography-hunting but as autobiographical texts paralleling their work. How did they start 
their carriers? How important is their personal background? What influenced them and what 
influence did they have on others – poets, writers, artists, singers and you and me. 



Apart from many of their song texts, we will read excerpts from biographies and autobiographies as 
well as prose texts by Dylan and a selection of novels by Cohen.

"Alas! my heart droops, and my fingers are enervated; my ideas are vivid, but my language is faint; 
now know I what it is to entertain incommunicable sentiments. [...] What but ambiguities, abruptness, 
and dark transitions, can be expected from the historian who is, at the same time, the sufferer of 
these disasters?" These words are written by Clara Wieland, the protagonist of Charles Brockden 
Brown's Gothic romance Wieland. At the end of the 18th century, Brown called this novel about a 
deeply disturbed woman who writes about her own fate, an "American Tale." Other prose texts in 
this dark mode were to follow, texts by Nathaniel Hawthorne, Herman Melville, and, of course, by 
Edgar Allan Poe.  
The Romantic texts that fall into the category of darkness and gore take it upon themselves to 
explore the remotest regions of human experience. At the same time, they suggest ways of dealing 
with the horrible, the awful, the dreadful, the sublime, and the abject and they reach out to new kinds 
of audiences, media, and markets. They show ways of overcoming the horror and of eventually 
profiting from this aesthetic experience. 
This tradition was continued in the 20th and 21st centuries. Up to this day, novels, movies, tv series, 
as well as bands and computer games take up the genre and/or style of the Gothic.  
Be prepared to read theory and to do close readings of troubling texts! 
Please read Edgar Allan Poe’s essay “The Philosophy of Composition” and his poem “The Raven” 
on Project Gutenberg (https://www.gutenberg.org/files/10031/10031-h/10031-h.htm) before class

Vladimir Nabokov’s commitment to discovery in literature and science is astounding. The author of 
famously scandalous Lolita and famously challenging Pale Fire, was also a researcher into one of 
the families of butterflies—the Blues. His contributions to the science of lepidopterology are less 



known but notable. One of his evolutionary hypotheses was confirmed by DNA analysis almost 70 
years later. As a writer, translator, and scientist, Nabokov stressed a connection—“a kind of merging 
between the two things, between the precision of poetry and the excitement of pure science.” In his 
interviews, essays, and through his fiction, he insisted that, to unravel the life’s riddles in reading, 
as in science, one should exercise precision by “notic[ing] and fond[ling] details.” 
In this course, we will review the critical reading skills that Nabokov recommended in his lectures to 
apply these strategies to his own texts. This course will explore how Nabokov’s fiction challenges 
creative reader’s mind towards discovery through such textual elements as detail, design, pattern, 
or intra- and extra-textual references. Although our close reading approach to Nabokov is grounded 
in the belief that his texts turn not only on plot but rather on the use of language, we will use our 
observations to think about how Nabokov’s texts reflect the world outside of Nabokov’s fiction as 
well as the writer’s thematic preoccupations with time, memory, discovery, and art. 
From the catalog of Nabokov’s texts, I have chosen his Collected Stories. Specifically, we will be 
looking at a number of Nabokov’s short stories that represent the author’s different stylistic and 
thematic preoccupations or that additionally thematize the crossings between science and art. 
Optional course readings will be posted on the Moodle site to help you prepare better for your 
presentations.

 “More than a century after his death, American poets still talk about, talk to and back to Walt 
Whitman. So palpable is Whitman’s presence that it is difficult for an American poet to define himself 
or herself without direct reference to him,” writes Ed Folsom in the “Introduction” to the volume The 
Measure of His Song, a collection of global voices responding to Whitman. Indeed, Whitman 
envisioned poets as his audience, and asked them to continue his legacy.   
Following an introduction to Whitman’s most important writings, this class will engage with a 
selection of creative responses Whitman has triggered over the years ranging from his 
contemporaries to the current American Poet Laureate, Juan Felipe Herrera, from Langston Hughes 
to Allen Ginsberg and Philip Levine, and from Adrienne Rich to June Jordan, Sharon Olds and Mary 
Oliver. We will especially be looking at Whitman’s democratic, inclusive and activist stance and how 
this legacy has left a lasting imprint on social movements in the United States and beyond. In the 
course of this class, participants will be encouraged to also respond creatively to Whitman – be it 
by keeping a diary tracking their reactions, writing a poem, or collecting Whitman quotes and 
references they encounter outside the university in the course of the semester. These responses 
will culminate in a public event in January of 2018.

After a long tenure as the self-described “obscurest man of letters in America,” Nathaniel Hawthorne 
came quickly to prominence with the publication of his first novel, The Scarlet Letter (1850). This 
began a prolific period in Hawthorne's life, during which he produced three novels in three years: 
he followed up The Scarlet Letter with The House of the Seven Gables (1851) and The Blithedale 
Romance (1852). In this course, we will read these three novels in order to examine Hawthorne's 
career at this crucial turning point. Though they are each quite different from one another, together 
they form a map of Hawthorne's imaginative terrain as he used the novel form to expand on his 
fundamental themes: the nature of sin, the logic of property, the politics of community, and the 
possibilities of art. 
 
If you would like to get started with the reading for this course early, begin with The Scarlet Letter 
and work forward chronologically. We will be using the Norton Critical Editions in class: The Scarlet 
Letter ISBN: 978-0393979534; The House of the Seven Gables ISBN: 978-0393924763; The

For almost a century American naturalism has been regarded as a mode of reinstalling determinist 
forms of European worldmaking, undermining the autonomous subject in all relevant areas: ethics, 
aesthetics and politics. Analyzing typical traits of this process by taking a closer look at some 
outstanding fictional products of this period, the discussions of this seminar will focus on central 
topics of American naturalism - urbanization, social classes and conflicts, individual fate, natural 
environment and civilization - where most of the subject's enlightened (and idiosyncratic) 
competences seem to give way to an enhanced mania for 'objectivity'.  
 Accepting this idea of a new fundamental objectivism within American culture as a plausible starting 
point for discussing naturalism, the subsequent analyses will concentrate on the subterfuges of a 
highly sophisticated subjectivity, moving almost automatically inside these networks of determinism, 
while subtly subverting naturalist standards and preparing modernist ideals as well as neo-naturalist 
standards.

"Alas! my heart droops, and my fingers are enervated; my ideas are vivid, but my language is faint; 
now know I what it is to entertain incommunicable sentiments. [...] What but ambiguities, abruptness, 
and dark transitions, can be expected from the historian who is, at the same time, the sufferer of 
these disasters?" These words are written by Clara Wieland, the protagonist of Charles Brockden 
Brown's Gothic romance Wieland. At the end of the 18th century, Brown called this novel about a 
deeply disturbed woman who writes about her own fate, an "American Tale." Other prose texts in 
this dark mode were to follow, texts by Nathaniel Hawthorne, Herman Melville, and, of course, by 
Edgar Allan Poe.  
The Romantic texts that fall into the category of darkness and gore take it upon themselves to 
explore the remotest regions of human experience. At the same time, they suggest ways of dealing 
with the horrible, the awful, the dreadful, the sublime, and the abject and they reach out to new kinds 
of audiences, media, and markets. They show ways of overcoming the horror and of eventually 
profiting from this aesthetic experience. 
This tradition was continued in the 20th and 21st centuries. Up to this day, novels, movies, tv series, 
as well as bands and computer games take up the genre and/or style of the Gothic.

So palpable is Whitman’s presence that it is difficult for an American poet to define himself 
or herself without direct reference to him,” writes Ed Folsom in the “Introduction” to the volume The 
Measure of His Song, a collection of global voices responding to Whitman. Indeed, Whitman 
envisioned poets as his audience, and asked them to continue his legacy.   
Following an introduction to Whitman’s most important writings, this class will engage with a 
selection of creative responses Whitman has triggered over the years ranging from his 
contemporaries to the current American Poet Laureate, Juan Felipe Herrera, from Langston Hughes 
to Allen Ginsberg and Philip Levine, and from Adrienne Rich to June Jordan, Sharon Olds and Mary 
Oliver. We will especially be looking at Whitman’s democratic, inclusive and activist stance and how 
this legacy has left a lasting imprint on social movements in the United States and beyond. In the 
course of this class, participants will be encouraged to also respond creatively to Whitman – be it 
by keeping a diary tracking their reactions, writing a poem, or collecting Whitman quotes and 
references they encounter outside the university in the course of the semester. These responses 
will culminate in a public event in January of 2018.

Talk of the “creativity of cities” has become pervasive in the Social Sciences, Cultural Studies, City 
Planning, city politics and culture. It is lauded as (more or less quick) fix for various problems ranging 
from inner city violence to slackening democratic participation to the economic effects of globalization. 
If “Cities are the Fonts of Creativity” (New York Times, September 2013) and “Statt der Staatschefs 
versuchen Bürgermeister die Probleme der Welt zu lösen” (DIE ZEIT, June 2017), clearly more 
attention and power is assigned to city culture, its representatives and representations – finally 
culture’s importance seems to be acknowledged. Yet, the re-purposing of urbanity (“creative cities”), 
city artists and intellectuals (“the creative class”) and their art and thought (“the creative industry”) as 
“hubs of creativity” also tends to reduce culture and its proponents to serve clear-cut economic ends 
and political needs. 
The course will introduce students to the genesis of the topos of “the creative city”, its ideological 
effects, and some of the ways it has been and is today again picked up and worked through by U.S. 
writers, artists and intellectuals.
