This course consists of a lecture plus practice sessions. It investigates the development of the English 
language from its earliest roots – the Indo-European language family via developments leading towards the 
creating of Old- Middle-, Early Modern-, Late Modern- and Present Day English.  
To do this, we will investigate the cultural, historical and societal background in the respective eras, and 
changes that influence the development of language and see how they influence phonetics, phonology, 
morphology, lexicon, syntax and pragmatic development of the language over time. In the practice sessions, 
we will apply this knowledge to texts from the respective periods. Knowledge from a fully completed 
Introduction to Linguistics, for example Linguistics I and II, is necessary to be able to engage with the course 
content. 
 
Evaluation is by a portfolio of two in-class tests during the term.

Sociolinguistics is the study of language in society and the social factors influencing the way we talk. The 
definition seems straightforward, yet describes an utterly complex and highly interesting phenomenon. This 
class introduces a variety of aspects related to the study of sociolinguistics. We will inquire into aspects of 
the relationship between language, variation, and style, and will discuss the classical social and regional 
dialect studies/surveys. We will consider important sociolinguistic variables (esp. social class, regional 
background, gender and age) and their impact on human linguistic behavior as well as fundamental topics 
such as “language attitudes”, “multilingualism and language choice”, “language contact”, and “social 
networks and communities of practice”. In addition, we will look into research approaches and methodologies 
pursued by sociolinguists. This not only includes methods of data collection and analysis but also questions 
of research ethics and challenges such as the observer’s paradox.

This seminar will consider the role of linguistics in understanding, diagnosing and treating speech and 
language disorders, with a specific focus (in the context of the English language) on developmental and 
acquired aphasia, and dyslexia. The seminar will begin by reviewing the neuroanatomy of language. The 
focus on aphasia will include consideration of difficulties with lexical, syntactic and semantic processing. The 
focus on dyslexia will consider difficulties with writing, which is associated with phoneme to grapheme 
disassociation, difficulties with reading, which is associated with grapheme to phoneme disassociation, and 
spelling and reading and writing difficulties in general. General communicative and pragmatic patterns of 
people with aphasia and dyslexia will also be considered, as well as associated difficulties in first and second 
language acquisition. The role of linguistics will be further elaborated through the examination of the linguistic 
rationales used by the designers of diagnosing systems for both dyslexia and aphasia.

Generally, linguists had neglected mundane conversation until the preoccupation with observing 
conversational behaviour in ethnomethodology (Garfinkel 1967) and ‘interaction order’ (Goffman, 1959) 
inspired the sociologists Sacks, Schegloff and Jefferson (1974) to analyze the social organization (and 
orderliness) of conversation, or ‘talk-in-interaction’ as it later more appropriately came to be known, through 
a detailed inspection of recorded conversations. This course, initially, will cover these theoretical 
underpinnings of conversation analysis as a “pure” discipline. An introduction to the basic methodologies of 
recording and detailed turn by turn transcription will then be provided, and subsequently practised with focus 
on turn-taking rules in general, turn coconstruction, turn sequencing through conversational openings and 
closings and adjacency pairs, and the phenomenon of preference. From insights of CA research on 
mundane conversation, we will proceed to Applied Conversation Analysis in institutional settings, such as 
psychotherapist-client talk in interaction, and as a component of the wider research methods of linguistic 
anthropology.

This seminar will consider the concept of linguistic communities and the changes in interpretation and use in 
the course of the twentieth century and early twenty-first century. We will start with a consideration of the 
concept of community in sociology and then move on to Bloomfield’s first reference to the Speech Community 
in 1933. We will trace the development of the concept throughout the 20th century, with specific reference to 
Chomsky’s ‘homogenous speech community’ and the reactions thereof in the fields of ethnography (Gumperz 
and Hymes) and Gumperz’ particular switch to the term linguistic community and further changes in 
perspective over a four-decade period, and early sociolinguistics (Labov). Later developments which will be 
included for consideration are Discourse Communities (Swales) and Communities of Practice (Wenger), and 
how the latter concept has been used in research in sociolinguistics and gender studies (Eckert & McConnell-
Ginet), and in the field of research into English as a Lingua Franca (Cogo and Dewey). The final “re-
consideration” will be that of the concept in modern multilingual contexts.  
For the purposes of particular seminar assignments, the focus of the students will be alerted to the change in 
interpretation of the concept and the presentation of new concepts, in line with particular academic research.

“This girl sounds like she puts a question mark at the end of every sentence!". "Dude, the way he pronounces 
/s/ sounds so gay!" "His th sounds more like a /d/ than anything else!" You may have heard language-
oriented statements like these before. Many aspects of pronunciation are easily noticeable for our ears. But 
how do we linguistically investigate such statements? How do you measure whether or not someone 
pronounces th? 
When we think about what it may indicate to speak in a certain way, we approach the interesting 
sociolinguistic core of pronunciation. What may a certain pronunciation have to do with a person's identity 
and the membership in certain social groups? These questions and the complex phonetic and sociolinguistic 
theories behind them will be the topic of my course this semester. The central aim of this course is to take 
your knowledge of phonology and sociolinguistics from introductions and deepen it to an extent that allows 
for the empirical analysis of how sounds in language may relate to the auditory production and perception 
of language from a social point of view. The course will be research-oriented and will enable you to design 
your own linguistic research projects.  
 
Course Requirements: 
Active participation as well as preparation of texts will be required for the successful completion of this 
course.

Historical pragmatics is the study of language in use in historical contexts. It is a comparatively recent but 
already well-established field of research, which draws not only on insights from pragmatics and historical 
linguistics but also other related areas, such as sociolinguistics or discourse analysis. 
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This course is designed to give you an overview of the field and to provide you with the methodological tools 
and theoretical insights needed to investigate language use in former periods, in socio-cultural contexts 
which might be quite different from our own. We will address topics such as speech acts, discourse markers, 
(im)politeness, or language change, and deal with various text types and genres (e.g. newspapers, medical 
discourse, and literary texts).  
 
Please note that this course includes participation and presentation of coursework in a student conference 
together with participants of the seminar ‘Speech Acts through Time and Space” at Bayreuth University. This 
conference is fully digital and will take place in early February. More specific course requirements will be 
discussed in our first session. 
 

This course will familiarize students with basic elements of Modern Irish grammar, lexicon, phonetics and 
phonology.

Statistics is the basis for any kind of data analysis. On the one hand, it is a means of describing data samples 
(descriptive statistics). On the other hand, statistical approaches allow for generalizations from a data sample 
to the general population (inferential statistics). Such generalizations are needed to determine whether the 
results we draw from our data sample have general value, e.g. for subjects not part of the data sample but 
part of the population we investigate (e.g. all speakers of a particular variety of English). For modern 
quantitative linguistics (as well as for many daily situations and tasks), statistical approaches have become 
an indispensable element of analysis.  
 
In this class, we introduce students to both descriptive and inferential statistics. We combine the two 
approaches to understand and interpret statistical distributions, relationships between variables (such as the 
realization of linguistic characteristics and age, gender, etc.), and the prediction of such variables. Starting 
from linguistic research questions, we present different statistical methods to investigate and answer such 
questions. The class will be co-taught by a statistician and a linguist in order to demonstrate how statistics 
meets linguistics.

In South Asia, you might hear a sentence like “We called it as a country”; in Hong Kong, a person might say 
“She go there all the time”; and, in East Africa, someone might comment that “He is knowing cars very well”. 
Sentences like these are intriguing, since they are often the product of influence from a person’s first 
language or represent the result of how people have acquired English. In addition to analysing many different 
example sentences from all over the world, we will also discuss potential explanations for morphosyntactic 
variation. For this purpose, we will consider explanations ranging from second-language acquisition and 
language contact to universal patterns. We will also take a brief look at how corpus-linguistic methods can 
be employed to study the morphosyntax of World Englishes systematically.

It has, rather, to do with a fascination for the outside, for that which lies beyond standard perception, 
cognition and experience.” Mark Fisher – The Weird and the Eerie. The new millennium has seen a 
flourishing of texts, both literary and cultural, which evince these two modes (or moods). This course will 
examine a variety of them, as well as older texts, to investigate what it is that distinguishes the weird and 
the eerie from the strange, the uncanny, and the gothic. The reading and viewing list will be available on 
Moodle following course registration.

This seminar seeks to identify the generic, psychological, and philosophical aspects of the 
efflorescence of the Gothic in postmodernist literature. The origins of the Gothic movement and its 
key signifiers will be illustrated through extracts from Matthew G. Lewis’s The Monk (1793), Mary 
Shelley’s Frankenstein (1818), and their Victorian successors. We will then move to postmodern 
attempts to modify or extend the Gothic by reading authors such as Angela Carter (The Bloody 
Chamber, 1979), Kazuo Ishiguro (Never Let Me Go, 2005), and Brett Easton Ellis (Lunar Park, 2005) 
as well as by analysing films and television series. Students are expected to participate actively by 
way of presentations and Padlet contributions and will have the opportunity to write various types of 
papers.

From 
innocent Eve tempted into knowledge and catalysing the couple’s expulsion from Garden Eden and lustful 
rape framed as female seduction in Lewis’ scandalous Gothic tale The Monk, to present-day accusations of 
neglect against mothers working full-time, it seems that females simply cannot do things right. This seminar 
seeks to uncover the deeply-rooted interconnectedness of women and evilness, often giving rise to fear and 
resentment of females, especially when social norms are challenged or undermined. To do so, we will 
discuss representations of evil women across a variety of texts, historical periods, and literary traditions by 
immersing ourselves in concepts such as monstruous motherhood, nervous exhaustion, hostile femininity, 
or the femme fatale. Participants should be ready to express their reading experiences using various media 
and modes.

In her 1969 book On Violence, world-renowned political theorist Hannah Arendt states that “no one engaged 
in thought about history and politics can remain unaware of the enormous role violence has always played 
in human affairs”. Many scholars even go so far as to say that we are currently living in an ‘Age of Violence’. 
With that, they do not only mean the increasing number of (violent) protests and riots over the recent 
decades, such as the 2011 England Riots, or various protests in the wake of the Black Lives Matter 
movement, but even more so the violence that is built into the structure of current societies. This kind of 
violence systematically disadvantages specific groups of people because of their gender, class, race, or 
other identity markers and is therefore often seen as one of the prime causes of violent outbreaks. In this 
seminar, we will be looking at different text forms in order to answer questions such as: ‘What is violence?’, 
‘What types of violence are there?’, ‘Who determines what is considered to be a violent act?’, ‘’How does 
violence affect our everyday lives?’, ‘What underlying structures lead people to engage in violent acts?’.

Anglo-American reading research has proved it that children will only then become active, critical and live-
long readers once they have experienced the pleasure of reading, of sharing meaning with others in their 
own childhood. To make sense of words and pictures, to decode texts and images and relate them to each 
other, to construct meaning at various levels – all this is reading as a ‘cultural technique’. Moreover, these 
competencies provide an important basis for the development of the child’s sense of self, its identity and 
personality. There is no time to lose to initiate kids into that area of emotional/intellectual enrichment and 
psychological empowerment. Let’s make an early start! 
 
The course addresses all lovers of picture books, but in particular students aiming to improve their analytical, 
interpretative, intercultural and teaching skills. It offers guidance for future teachers in the Primary English 
Classroom for selecting suitable and enjoyable books. We will explore various ways of how to use them in 
lessons of English, in cross-disciplinary work and extra-curricular activities. The aim is to encourage children 
to start their reading careers in a foreign language and keep them inspired in the years to come. Future 
teachers are welcome to test their insights and skills in practical work at bilingual preschools or primary 
schools.   
 
The course has several practical goals, for which, however, a few historical/theoretical/didactic premises 
need to be established. In detail, we will enter various interesting fields of study: 
• the history of children’s literature and children’s literature studies 
• childhood studies 
• reading research, literacy development and reading pedagogy 
• the semiotics of the picture book: narrative and visual storytelling (interanimation of text and 

pictures) 
• the history, technology and aesthetics of children’s book illustration and graphic design 
• multilingualism, multiculturalism and interculturality 
• literary didactics: using picture books in preschool and in the primary EFL classroom 
 
Knowledge and competencies in those areas will help you to make better choices, judge competently and 
use picture books with a sure eye for the quality of the word-picture interanimation and its possible effects 
on young readers.

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An explorer is the type of person who wants to see and discover new things, mostly in environments that 
are not easy to traverse. During their explorations, they tend to encounter indigenous cultures – either as 
native peoples, as remains of cultures long gone or as plants and animals. In this course we will look at 
these indigenous cultures in one of the most fascinating environments our planet has to offer: the rainforest.  
We will discuss texts from multiple backgrounds which have chosen to depict native life in the biome: how 
are the indigenous tribes represented? What is the message that is (to be) conveyed by the depiction of 
animals? To what degree is the indigenous element enshrouded in a discourse of Othering, exoticising or 
mere mystery? Moreover, we will look at campaigns to save the rainforest, analysing rainforest products and 
trying to find out whether there are any ties to the rainforest at all, or whether it is merely postmodern or neo-
liberal deception. These are questions that will guide us through the jungle of indigenous cultures.

More than 400 years after Shakespeare's death, the Bard's astounding contemporaneity is still tangible 
everywhere. Many theatres regularly offer new stage versions of his plays, critical studies on his life and 
works abound, 'serious' and popular artists alike engage with his legacy. Considering this Renaissance 
writer's lasting popularity, it is no small wonder, therefore, that Shakespeare has also remained an integral 
part of advanced secondary education. 
 
This course is specifically designed as a 'Kulturdidaktik'-Seminar for LABG 2009/2016 students (Modul 10, 
HRSGe and GyGe/BK). After introductory sessions on the theoretical basics of Literaturdidaktik and 
Kulturdidaktik, we will read selected plays and consider how Shakespeare can be taught at school. 
 
Depending on the situation regarding the pandemic, the seminar will be complemented by a field trip to 
Stratford-upon-Avon, which will probably take place at the end of March, 2022 (dates will be announced 
in due time). In cooperation with the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust, we will watch performances by the Royal 
Shakespeare Company, attend seminars and workshops, and visit some of Stratford's outstanding 
Shakespearean landmarks. 
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The plays will be chosen with regard to the repertoire offered by the Royal Shakespeare Company in spring 
2022. Therefore, we can only decide on the selection shortly before the beginning of the term. In any case, 
we will use the Norton Shakespeare.

Value is a somewhat bewildering concept. We use the word all the time in everyday language but would 
probably be hard-pressed if we were asked to spontaneously formulate a concise definition. It is possible 
that many of us will first think of values in the ethical or moral sense and have in mind abstract concepts like 
the Christian principle of loving one’s neighbour. In a slightly more ‘concrete’ but related manner, we also 
speak of the value of the individual, the family, or the community (and the value each of those has with 
respect to the others). However, our first ideas may as likely connect value with materiality, i.e., value in the 
economic sense. How do we measure the things in the world in terms of money? What is an object’s use 
value, what its exchange value? Then again, is value in the economic sense really material through and 
through? If even paper money is already somewhat virtual (since the paper it’s made of does not equal its 
actual value), what about properly virtual currencies like bitcoins or financial instruments like derivatives? 
Last but not least, and maybe closer to the immediate concerns of literary and cultural studies, what about 
aesthetic value? In which way is, say, one of Shakespeare’s plays or sonnets valuable? And how does 
aesthetic value relate to economic or ethical/moral value?  
 
In the seminar, we will approach these and other questions from various angles. To get an idea of what 
value means today, it is necessary to take into account the historical development of the meaning(s) of value 
as well. With a view to the economic domain, therefore, we will discuss excerpts both from older and recent 
texts (e.g. Adam Smith’s The Wealth of Nations, Karl Marx’s Capital, Thomas Piketty’s Capital in the Twenty-
First Century), and juxtapose them with texts from the domain of aesthetic and literary theory, but also 
philosophy, ethics, and sociology. In short, we will consider theoretical texts from different disciplines to get 
a sense of the semantic range that value covers. In addition, we will also consider various examples of 
‘primary’ material (literary texts, films, music …) in order to be able to fathom and test the value of the 
theoretical approaches to value.

Although it happened more than thirty years ago, memories of the ‘84/’85 miners' strike are still vivid in the 
North of Britain: on both sides of the struggle (the striking miners and trade union members, as well as strike-
breakers and the police), contemporary witnesses still testify that what started as another case of industrial 
action brought the UK to the brink of civil war. In 2013, foreign audiences were at a loss when the pictures 
of whole communities and mining villages celebrating the death of Margaret Thatcher were broadcast; this 
showed that Thatcher's battle with the trade unions is still regarded as the event which characterizes her 
decade of governing (and dividing) Britain more than any other.  
 
In this seminar, we will explore the historical context of the strike, discuss the ideological groundwork that 
came to define Thatcherism, and look at a huge variety of representations of the miners and their strike. This 
will include documentaries by Ken Loach and Jeremy Deller, song lyrics by Billy Bragg and Attila the 
Stockbroker, novels like David Peace’s GB84 and films like Matthew Warchus’s Pride.  
 
Given the Ruhrgebiet's mining history, this seminar should be of special interest to students of this university. 
Projects comparing British and German mining cultures are encouraged.

Hauntology – the study of spectralities – has become a lively field in contemporary cultural theory and 
criticism. Jacques Derrida coined the French term “hantologie” in his 1993 book Spectres du Marx. Taking 
up the famous phrase of the “spectre of Communism” from Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels’ Manifesto of the 
Communist Party, Derrida examined the spectral presence, or haunting, of Marxist thought in post-
communist Europe. Since then, the concept of hauntology has taken on a life of its own. In 2004, Jeffrey 
Andrew Weinstock even announced a “spectral turn”.  
 
The British cultural critic Mark Fisher can be credited with expanding on the notion of hauntology and making 
it productive in the context of contemporary culture and politics. For Fisher, hauntology can make sense of 
the ways we deal with the past and the future from a vantage point in the present: “we can provisionally 
distinguish two directions of hauntology. The first refers to that which is (in actuality is) no longer, but which 
remains effective as a virtuality […]. The second sense of hauntology refers to that which (in actuality) has 
not yet happened, but which is already effective in the virtual” (2014: 19).  
In that, as Katy Shaw has argued, hauntology is a “peculiarly English phenomenon” (2018: 1). In this course, 
we will discuss hauntology and the spectral turn in British culture, from ghost stories and the gothic novel to 
film, popular music and cultural criticism.

In his book Masse und Macht (translated as Crowds and Power), Elias Canetti argues that crowd phenomena 
are a key characteristic of the age of modernity. When crowds gather, Canetti observes, the “fear of being 
touched” turns into its opposite once “body is pressed to body” (1986: 16). Therefore, crowd phenomena 
have been closely related to politics by both conservative and progressive thinkers. Since the 19th century, 
crowds have been identified as an aspect of processes of urbanisation and industrialisation. Equally, since 
the French Revolution, the crowd has become the epitome of radical politics and democratisation. “Mass 
culture” can have a negative inflection for both conservative writers like Gustave Le Bon, whose crowd 
psychology informed Sigmund Freud’s pessimistic theorisation of mass psychology, as well as for Marxist 
theorists such as Theodor Adorno and Max Horkheimer. In turn, others, like Raymond Williams, E.P. 
Thompson or Jodi Dean, see a progressive potential in crowd formations and mass movements. 
In this course, we will examine crowd and mass phenomena since the early 19th century. We will discuss 
riots and protest movements as well as concepts of popular mass culture. We will be dealing with a range 
of theoretical texts as well as fictional representations of crowds and the “poetics of the collective in narrative” 
(Fludernik 2017) in the novels of Charles Dickens, George Eliot and Charlotte Brontë.

This seminar has various goals. Its most pragmatic purpose will be to impart basic strategies for the analysis 
of poetry, strategies which shall eventually make it easier to handle poetry as such. Considering that poetry 
is often dreaded for several reasons (Which?), what is even more important, however, is to show as far as 
possible that poetry is in fact an accessible and deeply rewarding genre. In other words: Reading poetry 
may even turn out to be fun. In addition, the course will, as the title suggests, provide a survey of Irish poetry 
from the 20th and 21st centuries. Starting off with important early-20th-century predecessors (Yeats, 
Kavanagh), the emphasis will be on a relatively broad selection of Irish poetry after 1950, which will include 
texts from canonical poets (like Seamus Heaney) but also cover some lesser-known voices. Importantly, we 
will also consider ‘new Irish’ poetry, i.e. poetry by non-native poets from Ireland, who have their ‘roots’ in 
other parts of the world. Last but not least, the texts will be situated in their relevant cultural, historical, and 
social contexts; at least, as far as this is possible. Eminent issues reflected in the poems are, for example, 
the Northern Irish conflict, the question of Irishness, the position of women in Irish society, the Ireland of the 
‘Celtic Tiger’, post-‘Celtic Tiger’ Ireland, multicultural Ireland (incl. race and ethnicity, racism) etc.

From November 1835 until January 1836, America's most important 19th century essayist and cultural critic, 
Ralph Waldo Emerson, gave a series of lectures on the history of English literature for the “Society for the 
Diffusion of Useful Knowledge” at the Masonic Temple in Boston. A little less than two years before he gave 
his famous lecture on “The American Scholar”, in which he called for a new American literature and a new 
intellectual life in the United States, a demand that was directed against the dominance of both British and 
European letters and thought in the New World, Emerson thus reflected his position vis-à-vis the literature 
of America’s former “mother country”. These early lectures are not very well known and will provide insight 
into both the development of the author as well as Emerson’s reflection of the usefulness of (some) English 
literature for his national(ist) American cultural program. Are there some British authors who are more 
American than others, possibly even proto-Americans? Which authors and works is he choosing, and why? 
Who receives praise and who does not? This seminar, co-taught from British and American Studies 
perspectives, will investigate a fascinating transatlantic cultural dialogue under the new paradigm of World 
Literature. We will read Emerson’s lectures and some of the texts he is focusing on, trying to retrace and 
understand his argument and evaluate how his selections and judgments have held up over time.

The lecture offers an introductory overview of theoretical approaches and topics relevant for British cultural 
studies. While the meaning of 'culture' may seem to be quite evident at first glance, even the slightest probing 
underneath the surface reveals that it is not. As Raymond Williams, one of the most influential founding 
figures of British cultural studies, famously pointed out: "Culture is one of the two or three most complicated 
words in the English language." (Keywords, 1976). It is thus necessary to get a grip on some of the dominant 
but potentially competing conceptions of 'culture' – which in turn depends on an understanding of how its 
meanings have developed historically – before engaging with other concepts that contribute to its semantic 
scope: identity/difference, representation, gender, race/ethnicity, place/space, cultural memory and many 
others. The discussion of theory will be complemented by a brief overview of British history (from 1500) and 
an introduction to the British political system.

From 
innocent Eve tempted into knowledge and catalysing the couple’s expulsion from Garden Eden and lustful 
rape framed as female seduction in Lewis’ scandalous Gothic tale The Monk, to present-day accusations of 
neglect against mothers working full-time, it seems that females simply cannot do things right. This seminar 
seeks to uncover the deeply-rooted interconnectedness of women and evilness, often giving rise to fear and 
resentment of females, especially when social norms are challenged or undermined. To do so, we will 
discuss representations of evil women across a variety of texts, historical periods, and literary traditions by 
immersing ourselves in concepts such as monstruous motherhood, nervous exhaustion, hostile femininity, 
or the femme fatale. Participants should be ready to express their reading experiences using various media 
and modes.

In her 1969 book On Violence, world-renowned political theorist Hannah Arendt states that “no one engaged 
in thought about history and politics can remain unaware of the enormous role violence has always played 
in human affairs”. Many scholars even go so far as to say that we are currently living in an ‘Age of Violence’. 
With that, they do not only mean the increasing number of (violent) protests and riots over the recent 
decades, such as the 2011 England Riots, or various protests in the wake of the Black Lives Matter 
movement, but even more so the violence that is built into the structure of current societies. This kind of 
violence systematically disadvantages specific groups of people because of their gender, class, race, or 
other identity markers and is therefore often seen as one of the prime causes of violent outbreaks. In this 
seminar, we will be looking at different text forms in order to answer questions such as: ‘What is violence?’, 
‘What types of violence are there?’, ‘Who determines what is considered to be a violent act?’, ‘’How does 
violence affect our everyday lives?’, ‘What underlying structures lead people to engage in violent acts?’.

This seminar seeks to identify the generic, psychological, and philosophical aspects of the 
efflorescence of the Gothic in postmodernist literature. The origins of the Gothic movement and its 
key signifiers will be illustrated through extracts from Matthew G. Lewis’s The Monk (1793), Mary 
Shelley’s Frankenstein (1818), and their Victorian successors. We will then move to postmodern 
attempts to modify or extend the Gothic by reading authors such as Angela Carter (The Bloody 
Chamber, 1979), Kazuo Ishiguro (Never Let Me Go, 2005), and Brett Easton Ellis (Lunar Park, 2005) 
as well as by analysing films and television series. Students are expected to participate actively by 
way of presentations and Padlet contributions and will have the opportunity to write various types of 
papers.

More than 400 years after Shakespeare's death, the Bard's astounding contemporaneity is still tangible 
everywhere. Many theatres regularly offer new stage versions of his plays, critical studies on his life and 
works abound, 'serious' and popular artists alike engage with his legacy. Considering this Renaissance 
writer's lasting popularity, it is no small wonder, therefore, that Shakespeare has also remained an integral 
part of advanced secondary education. 
 
This course is specifically designed as a 'Kulturdidaktik'-Seminar for LABG 2009/2016 students (Modul 10, 
HRSGe and GyGe/BK). After introductory sessions on the theoretical basics of Literaturdidaktik and 
Kulturdidaktik, we will read selected plays and consider how Shakespeare can be taught at school. 
 
Depending on the situation regarding the pandemic, the seminar will be complemented by a field trip to 
Stratford-upon-Avon, which will probably take place at the end of March, 2022 (dates will be announced 
in due time). In cooperation with the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust, we will watch performances by the Royal 
Shakespeare Company, attend seminars and workshops, and visit some of Stratford's outstanding 
Shakespearean landmarks. 
 
The plays will be chosen with regard to the repertoire offered by the Royal Shakespeare Company in spring 
2022. Therefore, we can only decide on the selection shortly before the beginning of the term. In any case, 
we will use the Norton Shakespeare.

Value is a somewhat bewildering concept. We use the word all the time in everyday language but would 
probably be hard-pressed if we were asked to spontaneously formulate a concise definition. It is possible 
that many of us will first think of values in the ethical or moral sense and have in mind abstract concepts like 
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the Christian principle of loving one’s neighbour. In a slightly more ‘concrete’ but related manner, we also 
speak of the value of the individual, the family, or the community (and the value each of those has with 
respect to the others). However, our first ideas may as likely connect value with materiality, i.e., value in the 
economic sense. How do we measure the things in the world in terms of money? What is an object’s use 
value, what its exchange value? Then again, is value in the economic sense really material through and 
through? If even paper money is already somewhat virtual (since the paper it’s made of does not equal its 
actual value), what about properly virtual currencies like bitcoins or financial instruments like derivatives? 
Last but not least, and maybe closer to the immediate concerns of literary and cultural studies, what about 
aesthetic value? In which way is, say, one of Shakespeare’s plays or sonnets valuable? And how does 
aesthetic value relate to economic or ethical/moral value?  
In the seminar, we will approach these and other questions from various angles. To get an idea of what 
value means today, it is necessary to take into account the historical development of the meaning(s) of value 
as well. With a view to the economic domain, therefore, we will discuss excerpts both from older and recent 
texts (e.g. Adam Smith’s The Wealth of Nations, Karl Marx’s Capital, Thomas Piketty’s Capital in the Twenty-
First Century), and juxtapose them with texts from the domain of aesthetic and literary theory, but also 
philosophy, ethics, and sociology. In short, we will consider theoretical texts from different disciplines to get 
a sense of the semantic range that value covers. In addition, we will also consider various examples of 
‘primary’ material (literary texts, films, music …) in order to be able to fathom and test the value of the 
theoretical approaches to value.

Although it happened more than thirty years ago, memories of the ‘84/’85 miners' strike are still vivid in the 
North of Britain: on both sides of the struggle (the striking miners and trade union members, as well as strike-
breakers and the police), contemporary witnesses still testify that what started as another case of industrial 
action brought the UK to the brink of civil war. In 2013, foreign audiences were at a loss when the pictures 
of whole communities and mining villages celebrating the death of Margaret Thatcher were broadcast; this 
showed that Thatcher's battle with the trade unions is still regarded as the event which characterizes her 
decade of governing (and dividing) Britain more than any other.  
 
In this seminar, we will explore the historical context of the strike, discuss the ideological groundwork that 
came to define Thatcherism, and look at a huge variety of representations of the miners and their strike. This 
will include documentaries by Ken Loach and Jeremy Deller, song lyrics by Billy Bragg and Attila the 
Stockbroker, novels like David Peace’s GB84 and films like Matthew Warchus’s Pride.  
 
Given the Ruhrgebiet's mining history, this seminar should be of special interest to students of this university. 
Projects comparing British and German mining cultures are encouraged and appreciated.

Two literary works that highlight mysterious events: Henry James, The Turn of the Screw (1898), Arthur 
Conan Doyle, The Hound of the Baskervilles (1902). 
Literature/publications that can be connected with social and political issues of our time and the more recent 
past; namely, Georgia Hunter, We Were the Lucky Ones (2017), Ian McEwan, Machines Like Me (2019) 
and Kim Darroch, Collateral Damage. Britain, America, and Europe in the Age of Trump (2019).

Hauntology – the study of spectralities – has become a lively field in contemporary cultural theory and 
criticism. Jacques Derrida coined the French term “hantologie” in his 1993 book Spectres du Marx. Taking 
up the famous phrase of the “spectre of Communism” from Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels’ Manifesto of the 
Communist Party, Derrida examined the spectral presence, or haunting, of Marxist thought in post-
communist Europe. Since then, the concept of hauntology has taken on a life of its own. In 2004, Jeffrey 
Andrew Weinstock even announced a “spectral turn”.  
 
The British cultural critic Mark Fisher can be credited with expanding on the notion of hauntology and making 
it productive in the context of contemporary culture and politics. For Fisher, hauntology can make sense of 
the ways we deal with the past and the future from a vantage point in the present: “we can provisionally 
distinguish two directions of hauntology. The first refers to that which is (in actuality is) no longer, but which 
remains effective as a virtuality […]. The second sense of hauntology refers to that which (in actuality) has 
not yet happened, but which is already effective in the virtual” (2014: 19).  
In that, as Katy Shaw has argued, hauntology is a “peculiarly English phenomenon” (2018: 1). In this course, 
we will discuss hauntology and the spectral turn in British culture, from ghost stories and the gothic novel to 
film, popular music and cultural criticism.

In his book Masse und Macht (translated as Crowds and Power), Elias Canetti argues that crowd phenomena 
are a key characteristic of the age of modernity. When crowds gather, Canetti observes, the “fear of being 
touched” turns into its opposite once “body is pressed to body” (1986: 16). Therefore, crowd phenomena 
have been closely related to politics by both conservative and progressive thinkers. Since the 19th century, 
crowds have been identified as an aspect of processes of urbanisation and industrialisation. Equally, since 
the French Revolution, the crowd has become the epitome of radical politics and democratisation. “Mass 
culture” can have a negative inflection for both conservative writers like Gustave Le Bon, whose crowd 
psychology informed Sigmund Freud’s pessimistic theorisation of mass psychology, as well as for Marxist 
theorists such as Theodor Adorno and Max Horkheimer. In turn, others, like Raymond Williams, E.P. 
Thompson or Jodi Dean, see a progressive potential in crowd formations and mass movements. 
In this course, we will examine crowd and mass phenomena since the early 19th century. We will discuss 
riots and protest movements as well as concepts of popular mass culture. We will be dealing with a range 
of theoretical texts as well as fictional representations of crowds and the “poetics of the collective in narrative” 
(Fludernik 2017) in the novels of Charles Dickens, George Eliot and Charlotte Brontë.

This seminar has various goals. Its most pragmatic purpose will be to impart basic strategies for the analysis 
of poetry, strategies which shall eventually make it easier to handle poetry as such. Considering that poetry 
is often dreaded for several reasons (Which?), what is even more important, however, is to show as far as 
possible that poetry is in fact an accessible and deeply rewarding genre. In other words: Reading poetry 
may even turn out to be fun. In addition, the course will, as the title suggests, provide a survey of Irish poetry 
from the 20th and 21st centuries. Starting off with important early-20th-century predecessors (Yeats, 
Kavanagh), the emphasis will be on a relatively broad selection of Irish poetry after 1950, which will include 
texts from canonical poets (like Seamus Heaney) but also cover some lesser-known voices. Importantly, we 
will also consider ‘new Irish’ poetry, i.e. poetry by non-native poets from Ireland, who have their ‘roots’ in 
other parts of the world. Last but not least, the texts will be situated in their relevant cultural, historical, and 
social contexts; at least, as far as this is possible. Eminent issues reflected in the poems are, for example, 
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the Northern Irish conflict, the question of Irishness, the position of women in Irish society, the Ireland of the 
‘Celtic Tiger’, post-‘Celtic Tiger’ Ireland, multicultural Ireland (incl. race and ethnicity, racism) etc.

An explorer is the type of person who wants to see and discover new things, mostly in environments that 
are not easy to traverse. During their explorations, they tend to encounter indigenous cultures – either as 
native peoples, as remains of cultures long gone or as plants and animals. In this course we will look at 
these indigenous cultures in one of the most fascinating environments our planet has to offer: the rainforest.  
We will discuss texts from multiple backgrounds which have chosen to depict native life in the biome: how 
are the indigenous tribes represented? What is the message that is (to be) conveyed by the depiction of 
animals? To what degree is the indigenous element enshrouded in a discourse of Othering, exoticising or 
mere mystery? Moreover, we will look at campaigns to save the rainforest, analysing rainforest products and 
trying to find out whether there are any ties to the rainforest at all, or whether it is merely postmodern or neo-
liberal deception. These are questions that will guide us through the jungle of indigenous cultures.

From November 1835 until January 1836, America's most important 19th century essayist and cultural critic, 
Ralph Waldo Emerson, gave a series of lectures on the history of English literature for the “Society for the 
Diffusion of Useful Knowledge” at the Masonic Temple in Boston. A little less than two years before he gave 
his famous lecture on “The American Scholar”, in which he called for a new American literature and a new 
intellectual life in the United States, a demand that was directed against the dominance of both British and 
European letters and thought in the New World, Emerson thus reflected his position vis-à-vis the literature 
of America’s former “mother country”. These early lectures are not very well known and will provide insight 
into both the development of the author as well as Emerson’s reflection of the usefulness of (some) English 
literature for his national(ist) American cultural program. Are there some British authors who are more 
American than others, possibly even proto-Americans? Which authors and works is he choosing, and why? 
Who receives praise and who does not? This seminar, co-taught from British and American Studies 
perspectives, will investigate a fascinating transatlantic cultural dialogue under the new paradigm of World 
Literature. We will read Emerson’s lectures and some of the texts he is focusing on, trying to retrace and 
understand his argument and evaluate how his selections and judgments have held up over time.

Each year when the Christmastide approaches we are confronted with songs, films, TV shows etc. that 
are frequently rooted in the British or US American culture. In the oncoming festal season we will take a 
look at texts that are of central importance to this time of the year, such as Charles Dickens' A Christmas 
Carol or Frank Capra's movie It's a Wonderful Life, which left a considerable mark on later texts on 
Christmas. Students participating in this course will need to get a copy of Charles Dickens' A Christmas

Americans are fascinated by these stories in different media formats, which has 
caused the genre to become increasingly diverse in its themes and topics. 
In the course of the seminar, we will briefly study the history and development of autobiography and the 
scholarly field of memoir studies with its evolving genre criticism, which leads us to the 21st century interest 
in life-writing and its significance in popular culture. By looking at celebrities, athletes, artists, politicians, and 
other persons of public interest who write down and reveal their private lives to the world, we will discover 
whether stories about the self are merely a matter of craving for sensation, or rather a cultural practice that 
reveals the dynamics of our society and interest in personal narratives. In this context, students will 
investigate both written and digital life narratives on social media platforms. 
As part of the Aktive Teilnahme for this class, students are asked to read one autobiography of their choice, 
which will be further scrutinized in a short essay.

More than half of the world’s population currently lives in urban areas and this number is certain to increase 
in the future. From a transatlantic perspective, this course examines processes of urban transformation in 
American and German cities with a special focus on creativity and sustainability. Through a combination of 
theory and practical examples from the deindustrialized regions of the German Ruhr Area and American 
Rust Belt cities as well as the metropolitan area of Atlanta, this course aims to analyze efforts that script 
such cities either as creative or green. What stories are told around those efforts of city planning and 
marketing? What kind of media is used? The comparison will highlight in which ways these concepts travel 
globally but also how they differ in their regional adaptations. By means of an interdisciplinary urban cultural 
studies focus, we will investigate the green and creative urban scripts and discuss their effects on the social, 
cultural, economic, and ecological levels. This course is going to be project-based and if the restrictions 
allow might include a field trip into the city which will give students concrete insights into the ways in which 
urban re-imagination is put to work.

Vitruvius (Roman architect who lived in the first century BC) says about the architect: “Let him be educated, 
skillful with the pencil, instructed in geometry, know much history, have followed the philosophers with 
attention, understand music, have some knowledge of medicine, know the opinions of the jurists, and be 
acquainted with astronomy and the theory of the heavens”. 
While this quote demonstrates the architect as a person of many faculties, philosopher Diogenes did not 
need much in terms of architecture as his dwelling, supposedly, was a barrel. Others followed such simplicity; 
Henry David Thoreau’s cabin in the woods in Walden serves as a perfect example. But what about the 
skyscrapers, the steel and glass constructions of the modernists or the large Prairie Houses of Frank Lloyd 
Wright? In this seminar, we will explore American architects and their work, mainly from the 20th century, 
alongside a variety of texts from culture scientists and philosophers who look at the built environment from 
their very own perspective. Excerpts from Walden, essays by Ralph Waldo Emerson and texts from Frank 
Lloyd Wright about his utopian vision of the cities of the United States will serve as a starting point, to be 
followed by texts by, for example, Theodor Adorno, Roland Barthes, Jean Baudrillard, Umberto Ecco and 
Martin Heidegger, to name just a few.

From November 1835 until January 1836, America's most important 19th century essayist and cultural critic, 
Ralph Waldo Emerson, gave a series of lectures on the history of English literature for the “Society for the 
Diffusion of Useful Knowledge” at the Masonic Temple in Boston. A little less than two years before he gave 
his famous lecture on “The American Scholar”, in which he called for a new American literature and a new 
intellectual life in the United States, a demand that was directed against the dominance of both British and 
European letters and thought in the New World, Emerson thus reflected his position vis-à-vis the literature 
of America’s former “mother country”. These early lectures are not very well known and will provide insight 
into both the development of the author as well as Emerson’s reflection of the usefulness of (some) English 
literature for his national(ist) American cultural program. Are there some British authors who are more 
American than others, possibly even proto-Americans? Which authors and works is he choosing, and why? 
Who receives praise and who does not? This seminar, co-taught from British and American Studies 
perspectives, will investigate a fascinating transatlantic cultural dialogue under the new paradigm of World 
Literature. We will read Emerson’s lectures and some of the texts he is focusing on, trying to retrace and 
understand his argument and evaluate how his selections and judgments have held up over time.

Both aspects will be 
addressed. This seminar will also be part of a project bringing Whitman’s poetry into public spaces in 
Dortmund in a number of languages. Students who are native or highly proficient speakers of the following 
languages are especially encouraged to participate: Albanian, Arabic, Dutch, Farsi, Greek, Italian, Kurdish, 
Polish, Portuguese, Russian, Serbo-Croatian, Spanish, Tamil, Turkish, Yiddish, Yvrit. This part of the 
seminar is also very suitable for projects in both Lehramt and Angewandte curricula. Interested students 
who are proficient in the mentioned languages are invited to contact the instructor early at 
Walter.Gruenzweig@udo.edu We will use the Norton Critical edition of Whitman’s Leaves of Grass.

In this seminar we will investigate the work of the novelist, playwright, journalist and essayist Pearl Cleage. 
Growing up in a politically conscious and active family that celebrated Black Pride early on and coming of 
age in the 1960’s influenced Cleage’s writing and political activism. As a resident of Southwest Atlanta 
she is exploring aspects of contemporary African-American urban life in many of her novels. Cleage is 
known for addressing uncomfortable truths and dedicating her work to the often unhonored and difficult 
experiences of Black women.  
Given Cleage’s background and her work, the course offers rich opportunities to gain deeper insights into 
various aspects of American culture such as racism and sexism, the Black Arts Movement, Black 
Feminism, and the significance of Atlanta in the reverse migration of Black people to the South.  
The reading list includes What looks like crazy on an ordinary day (1997) and Baby Brother Blues (2006).

In an interview, Vietnamese American novelist Viet Thanh Nguyen stated that his” [...] identity is deeply 
intertwined with being a refugee because that’s the first experience that [I] he remember[s]”. Nguyen’s debut 
novel The Sympathizer (2015) won the Pulitzer Prize for Fiction and was named a New York Times Editor’s 
Choice. He is also the author of novel The Committed (2021) and the non-fiction book Nothing Ever Dies: 
Vietnam and the Memory of War (2016). His work is mainly concerned with the role of refugees in the United 
States and actively promoting the arts and culture of the Vietnamese diaspora. As an author and scholar 
Ngyuen is interesting as he redefines the image of refugees in the United States and actively, sometimes 
provocatively urges his readers to reimagine the Vietnam War from a non-Western perspective. 
This course will critically analyze Ngyuen’s fictional as well as non-fictional work within the framework of 
Transpacific and Refugee Studies. We will read his novel The Sympathizer and discuss some of his short 
stories as well as excerpts from his non-fictional work and interviews.

A girl resurrects an angry ghost who causes the demise of her friends while writing their deepest terrors in 
a book with bloody ink. Another girl is lured into a flat where a child-murdering woman fakes love but wants 
to sew buttons on her eyes. On a Halloween night, a town is haunted by ghosts trying to reap the souls of 
every living person, and a young girl is persecuted by a mad woman who wants her decapitated. Although 
these storylines could be easily the sujet of Gothic horror novels that address an adult audience, they focus 
on jeopardized children, yet are strands in children’s literature by well-known writers like Alvin Schwartz, Neil 
Gaiman, R.L. Stine and Lewis Carroll. 
In these fictions and their acclaimed adaptations, for example of Henry Selick’s stop-motion fantasy Coraline 
(2009), Brad Silberling’s Lemony Snicket’s A Series of Unfortunate Events (2004) or R.L. Stine’s 
Goosebumps anthology franchise, childhood is in a state of fading innocence and security as the story worlds 
offer disenchanting transitions from child- to adulthood. Whether it is the Bogeyman, evil puppets, vengeful 
or absent parents, the monster under children’s bed has had many faces both in the history of children’s 
literature and the course of popular visual media productions. In order to grasp the richness of children’s 
”horror“ fiction, the seminar will be fully dedicated to a selection of both literary texts and their filmic 
adaptations to explore the nature of the horror elements and will distinguish the ways how different aspects 
of horror are resonating with the portrayal of children’s contemporary concerns in popular-culture 
productions.

Star Trek has been reborn as a television franchise in the streaming era, with the series Discovery (2017- ), 
Lower Decks (2020), and the forthcoming Strange New Worlds (2022). The new iterations of the show bear 
the marks of their age, with their serial structures making them suited to binge-watching, and the multiple 
call-backs, easter eggs, and complex interconnections relating to other parts of the franchise encouraging 
the intertextual and transmedial engagement with the broader “property.” Looking at the numerous Trek 
shows that have graced television screens over the last 55 years turns out to be an effective way of tracing 
at least two histories: that of the shifting narrative standards and models of spectatorship over the last half-
century, and that of American science fiction’s varying depictions of the future based on current trajectories. 
In this class, we’ll look at various episodes from the many Star Trek series as a compendium of sci-fi 
speculations marked by their time and place—and as a media property conforming to, and sometimes even 
reflecting upon, the standards of its means of transmission.

An otherworldly hybrid of literature and gaming, the table-top role-playing game (RPGs) is a uniquely modern 
media form and a forerunner (and progenitor?) of the ludic society of the digital era. But where did games 
like Dungeons & Dragons come from? Answering this question brings us into the worlds of 20th century 
fantasy literature, wargaming clubs in the midwestern United States and  19th-century Prussia. Reading John 
Peterson’s history of RPGs, Playing at the World, while taking a survey of fantasy literature and early RPG 
players’ guides, we will get hands-on experience with the narrative tropes and gaming mechanics that would 
end up having lasting influence extending well beyond the enthusiastic cult of adolescent boys who were its 
earliest adherents. What do the mechanics of role-playing tell us about storytelling, interpretation, and 
“interactivity” in the postmodern era? What is the relationship between role-playing games and identity? 
Where do we see these mechanics manifest today?

Cities are being constructed in many US-American texts across all genres and media as dark and Gothic, 
as exciting, threatening, treacherous, nostalgic, as soundscapes, science-fiction scenarios, or allegories. 
We will read theories from urban studies and examine the relationship between different media and the city 
across time and genres. How is the city portrayed? What is its function? How do individual characters 
position themselves within the cityscape? 
Requirements: In this seminar, students will participate in an extensive group presentation. The group will 
design their own presentation which will be introduced, discussed, and developed cooperatively, with the 
whole seminar group. 
There will be compulsory screening sessions on some Tuesdays starting at 4 p.m. which are obligatory. 
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
